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This story has some game-like elements, and certain elements of presentation are deliberately depicted in a game-like fashion.
Game-like messages that appear to characters in the story are depicted in square brackets, like, [You have gained a level.]
Game terms, such as Class, the names of character classes, are capitalized. For example, Hero, Fighter, Demon King, etc. are capitalized. Specific titles that include classes, such as Speedy Runner Hero, are also capitalized.
In terms of other stylistic choices, I use the singular “they/them” for agender and non-binary characters, as well as characters that have not had their gender determined by the narrator yet. For example, “I didn’t know who wrote the note, but they had a peculiar style of writing”.
Finally, I use spaces before and after em dashes (AP style). This is purely because I find this style easier to read.
STEP ONE — BE THE LEGENDARY CHOSEN HERO
Father always told me that true heroism was when someone fought for what was right, regardless of the risk to themselves.
But Father was wrong.
True Heroism was a passive skill only available to the Hero class, unlocked at forty-second level.
Unfortunately, I wasn’t a Hero. There wasn’t much chance that I ever could have been, really. For whatever reason, Hero was an Advanced Class that only Farmers and Orphans could unlock, at least as far as anyone could tell me.
This was unfortunate, because the world really needed a Hero, even if most people weren’t willing to admit it.
The year was 4423D. The twenty-third year in the reign of the resurrected Demon King.
Tradition held that the Demon King would expand his power for a hundred years after his rebirth. Only then would the Hero be reborn.
This had happened dozens, maybe hundreds of times. History generally remembered the great Heroes based on their most famous accomplishments. We called them The First Hero, The Speedy Runner Hero, The Faerie Harem Hero, and so on.
They always had brave companions, too. The most notable were their faeries — The Fire Faerie, The Sword Faerie, and more infamous ones like The Faerie Who Failed and the traitorous Fallen Faerie.
Historically, the Hero was usually born just in time to turn the war around, with half of the planet under the Demon King’s control. Maybe a little more, a little less, depending on how ambitious the current Demon King was.
This time around, things had gone a little differently. A major human nation had sold out to the Demon King more or less instantly, and then marched with his armies to wipe out the neighboring nations of dwarves and elves. From there, they’d pressed on further, taking more soldiers from the survivors of nations they burned and enslaved.
The result?
We had seventy-seven years before the revival of the Hero, and more than half the world had already been taken.
If we waited for the coming of the Hero, there wouldn’t be much of a world left for him to save.
Fortunately, I had a plan.
***
When I was young, I hoped to earn a Class like Warrior or Barbarian. Who didn’t want to hit people with a giant sword? And they had some great Advanced Classes, too.
But I wasn’t born particularly strong. Or fast. Or, if I’m being honest, talented with weapons.
Unlocking Classes had certain requirements. They weren’t always things you had to accomplish, at least for basic Classes — losing your parents at a young enough age could get you the Orphan Class. In spite of the humble-sounding name, it’s one of the strongest Classes to start with. Enough so that some people might take extreme steps to try to earn it.
No, I didn’t do anything dark and murderous to get a Class like that. I like my parents. I did, however, briefly ask Mom to disinherit me so I could get a shot at unlocking it.
“No, dear. I’m not going to disown you and put you out on the streets to get a Class. That would be terribly irresponsible.”
“But Mommmm, it probably wouldn’t take more than a few days for me to be eligible.”
Mom gave me a withering look, folding her arms. “Absolutely. Not. And I will hear nothing more of the matter.”
A few minutes later, my next conversation began with, “So, Daddy, I was wondering if you’d be willing to disown me a little.”
He thought it was funnier, but he was similarly unconvinced.
Much of my childhood went like that.
I remember hearing a lot of things like:
“No, dear, I don’t believe that giving you a miniature village and burning it down would count as a tragic backstory.”
“Absolutely not, sweetie. We are not renaming you ‘Hero’ to try to fool the goddesses. No reasonable person would be fooled by that, and the goddesses certainly wouldn’t be either.”
“We are not buying a farm to get you the Farmer Class. When you’re old enough, if you want to go work on a farm, you can do that.”
“You are most definitely not the missing child of a deposed royal bloodline, and we are not spreading rumors to that effect to try to get you a ‘Secret Princess’ Class. I’m not even sure that’s a Class. I can’t see why it would be.”
“No, dear, I don’t believe declaring our house a ‘kingdom’ would earn you the normal ‘Princess’ Class, either.”
They actually humored me and tried that one, declaring loudly the founding of ‘Our Housia’ to the world. Predictably, nothing happened. I pushed for them to get some paperwork signed to authenticate our newly-founded kingdom, but that was apparently a step too far.
You’d think I’d be disappointed by all that, but really, it just gave me fuel for more ideas. And, in spite of many false starts, I eventually found one that worked. For certain values of ‘worked’, anyway.
From the age of nine onward, I wore a backpack all the time. For eight years, I hauled things around for friends, family, and eventually as a part-time job, until finally I unlocked the right Class.
While that might sound like something you’d do to unlock an Explorer Class — and, indeed, there is one with similar requirements — I was shooting for something a lot less popular.
The illustrious Bag Mage Class.
No, not Blue Mage. Bag Mage.
Doesn’t sound very impressive, does it?
Bag Mages generally have one function in society — hauling goods long distances. They often serve as assistants to Merchants. Some Merchants even Multi-Class into it, if they’re too poor to afford a Bag Mage of their own…but most of them won’t admit to it.
Nobles will often employ a Bag Mage or two to haul their stuff around when they go on vacations or that sort of thing. Umbrellas, tents, all those things that you might expect a pack animal to carry…Bag Mages.
If you’re thinking that sounds like a cross between a wizard and a mule, you have the right idea about where we tend to fit into society.
By the way, Bag Mage isn’t even the easiest magic-using Class to unlock. I could have gotten a traditional Fire Mage Class by starting a bunch of fires, for example, in a much smaller time frame. Similarly, all I would have needed for a Life Mage Class was to spend a lot of time mending plants, animals, and people.
So, why’d I want to be a Bag Mage, when I could have worked to get something more impressive-sounding with much less effort?
Well, Bag Mages have one particularly useful ability — Inventory —the ability to put something they’re touching into an extradimensional space, then retrieve it later.
Inventory has a number of limitations. Every Bag Mage has a maximum capacity for their inventory. They have a limited number of slots, and each slot has a capacity in terms of the size and mass of an object that can be stored within it. A novice Bag Mage has such a small inventory that it barely has any use. At the start, the most I could store was four large rocks, one in each of my four inventory slots.
Fortunately, I only needed to store one thing in order to get my plan started.
***
Upon obtaining my Class, I was finally ready to test the first stage of my plan. For this, I had to travel to the Sword Shrine.
The Sword Shrine was the location that housed the legendary Hero’s Sword, one of the only weapons capable of harming the Demon King. The blade was plunged into a metal platform encrusted with divine enchantments designed to only allow a True Hero to draw it.
In the days of ancient history, the Sword Shrine was a place of great reverence, attended to by priests and serving as a quiet place of prayer and contemplation.
Currently, it was a popular tourist destination. The kingdom charged a small fee for anyone to enter and try to draw the sword — which was, of course, supposed to be impossible for anyone other than the Hero.
Kids loved it. My coin purse hated it.
But on the positive side, it gave me a chance to test my plan without having to do anything too shady, like sneaking in during the middle of the night. (I wasn’t above doing that sort of thing, but I was grateful I didn’t have to resort to such tactics…at least for the moment.)
I paid the fee and waited in line.
In front of me, I watched numerous others attempt to draw the legendary blade. The sword’s crystalline hilt shimmered brightly, and the pommel jewel was breathtaking. (I wondered absently if anyone had ever tried to pry it off.)
The blade was the most beautiful part of all, with silvery-white metal that glimmered with divine power. Even at a glance, I could tell there was something wondrous about it. It was the type of shimmer and glow that captivated my imagination.
I could see myself wielding it proudly, defying the Demon King and striking him down.
Ahead of me, several small children seemed to share the same notion. I was mildly embarrassed, but still determined.
A huge-looking guy walked up to the pedestal, gripped the blade tightly, and drew some attention from the crowd. He braced himself and yanked on the hilt, lightly at first. When the sword didn’t budge, he pulled harder, gripping with two hands and straining with effort.
“Activate Strength of Steel!”
There was a gasp of astonishment from the crowd as his skin shifted to a metallic color and sheen. He’d activated a Skill — one of the abilities granted by a Class. From the look of him and the name of the skill, I was guessing he was a Blacksmith or something similar, and accustomed to working with metal.
With his body reinforced by a powerful skill like that, I bet he could have cracked ordinary stone or metal with his bare hands. But this was no ordinary blade, and the enchantments that held it were divine. It would take more than brute strength to tear it free.
Stronger people had tried and failed.
I gave him a nod of approval, though, even as his Skill ended and he turned away in failure, allowing the next person to step up to the pedestal. His thought process was not dissimilar to my own, even if he’d taken a more direct approach than I intended to.
Minutes passed. I waited my turn, feeling my shoulders tighten and my stomach churn.
Could this possibly work?
Was I a fool for even trying?
With desperate hope and determination, I suppressed my anxiety and stepped up to the platform.
I rested my hands on the grip of the sword, imagining the struggles of Heroes long ago.
And with a word, I pronounced my intent.
“Inventory.”
There was a brief shimmer from the blade, and then…
[Your Inventory skill level is too low to store this item.]
The message appeared in the midst of my vision. It wasn’t one I’d seen before, but I understood the meaning.
I had failed.
But in spite of that, I felt my lips curl up in a smile.
I released the grip of the sword and made my way out of the Sword Shrine.
Skill levels could be earned.
Now, I had work to do.
STEP TWO — UNLOCK YOUR LATENT HEROIC POWER
In order to improve my Inventory’s functionality, I had to make use of it. That’s how Skills tend to work in general — use them enough and they get better. Use it a whole bunch and it might even unlock new skills, or improve into an Advanced Skill if it reaches the maximum skill level.
Notably, Skill Levels increase independently of your overall personal level. They’re purely use-based.
For example, a Fire Mage who sits around in town and lights things on fire can increase their Fire Magic skill. This is, however, relatively slow for a few reasons. First, because skills increase much more slowly if they do not have a valid target. For Fire Magic, that means the Fire Mage would have to actually burn things. And, when you burn things that aren’t yours, that’s arson, kids.
Second, unless you’re doing some really good arson — meaning burning high level stuff — raising skill is a slow process. The higher level your target for a skill, the faster your skill increases.
This is why most adventurers raise their attack-focused skills by fighting monsters; they can do so without having to worry about being arrested.
(Sparring works to some degree, but just hitting someone with fire doesn’t get you much of a reward unless they’re significantly hurt…and that gets awkward. Anyway, I digress.)
The third problem is Fire Magic uses mana, a limited resource.
Everyone has a little bit of mana flowing in their body. It’s an ephemeral power that is used to power spells and skills, with each consuming a different amount of mana. Generally, the higher the level a spell or skill, the more mana it consumes.
Using too much mana causes exhaustion. Eventually, if you run out entirely, you simply stop being able to use spells and skills until you rest and recover.
If I’d started out as a Fire Mage, I might have been able to throw three or so fire spells before I had to rest for a significant period of time. A higher level Fire Mage would have more mana to work with, and thus be able to cast more spells…but actually increasing my level as a Fire Mage would require going out and fighting monsters. Fighting monsters when you can only cast three spells at a time is, of course, super dangerous — and also extremely tedious.
My dear, sweet Inventory didn’t have those problems.
Any object that I wanted to put into my Inventory was a valid target for raising my skill.
And Inventory didn’t cost any mana.
Putting items into my Inventory was nearly instant, and so was taking them out.
You probably see where this is going.
Each day and night after unlocking the Class, whenever I had free time, I’d sit down and practice.
“Inventory.”
A shimmering space would appear in front of me, displaying glittering symbols representing the items in my Inventory’s space.
If I wanted to add an item to my inventory, I needed to touch it and speak the appropriate phrase. If I wanted to remove an item, I could either speak the appropriate phrase or press on the symbol corresponding to that item.
“Remove rock.”
A rock appeared in my hand, and the rock symbol disappeared from my vision.
“Add rock.”
The rock vanished, and the symbol reappeared.
[Your Bag Magic skill level has increased to 2.]
I laughed. It may have been a slightly maniacal laugh.
I am not ashamed.
My parents may have given me some worried looks, though.
“Remove rock.”
“Add rock.”
And so I continued.
Every time my Bag Magic skill increased, my number of Inventory slots increased. With a skill level of 2, I now had eight slots available.
I experimented with many other mundane objects around the household, both to alleviate my boredom and to try to determine what would increase my skill level the fastest.
My parents were somewhat confused by my hobby, but supportive.
“You need to take notes if you’re going to be testing your skill gains,” Father explained to me. “Here.” He pushed over a quill and parchment. “As soon as you get to your next skill level, start counting.”
“I’m already counting,” I complained. “In my head. I have literally nothing better to do.”
“Take notes,” he insisted. “A pattern will most likely emerge. From there, we can get into efficiency testing.”
I nodded to him.
Mother was a Merchant, and Father was a retired Scholar. Mother made the real money for the family, but Father did the bookkeeping — and he was good at it. He always had a head for numbers, and I’d like to think I inherited just a bit of it. Enough to understand his idea and put it into practice, at least.
As I continued the process, I followed his advice. I took meticulous notes on the number of times I needed to open my inventory and use it before increasing my skill, and which item I’d used for that particular skill level.
The goal was simple enough — figure out if storing some items would increase my skill level faster than increasing others. If I had some kind of skill for monitoring my progress between levels, it would have been a lot easier…but I didn’t have anything that did that.
Now, if it always required a static amount of work to go up a level, this would have been relatively simple. Sadly, skills don’t work that way. The amount of practice it takes to increase a level naturally goes up from one level to the next, and because the gods are vicious things, the rates of skill advancement aren’t always consistent from skill to skill.
Thus, to determine the efficiency of individual items, I first had to test the same item across multiple skill levels to try to determine the approximate level curve. By that, I mean adding and removing the same rock over and over and checking how many repetitions it took to increase my skill level from 2 to 3, 3 to 4, etc.
That took a while.
After that, I got into testing the efficiency of different item types.
Some of the most obvious things to test would have been objects of extraordinary value, like bars of gold or legendary magical relics. Sadly, my parents were fresh out of both, so I stuck with the basics.
I tried smaller rocks (less efficient than the same large one I’d been using, but only if they were really small); keys (20% more efficient than rocks); coins (efficiency based on the metallic content, with silver weirdly being more efficient than gold); knives (even more efficient than coins); and a bunch of other random household items.
After that, I got into some more esoteric stuff.
“Add bag.”
I was thrilled to find that I could store containers that contained other items in my inventory, and apparently, they only took up a single “slot.”
Unfortunately, in terms of my skill progression, storing a bag only seemed to “count” the bag itself — not the contents. So, storing a bag filled with coins wouldn’t give me dozens of times more skill credit than storing a single coin. It was a shame, but good to know.
“Add water.”
I was surprised to find that I could store liquid without it being in a container. I just put my hand into a bucket and a small amount of water vanished, which I could then remove from my inventory at any time.
I didn’t know if that would ever actually be useful, but it was interesting, at least.
“Add book.”
Books were the strangest; they had different storage values on a per-book basis, which didn’t appear to be based on the weight of the book.
I tried writing some things myself on parchment to see if I could figure out the efficiency of notes with individual letters (such as an empty page, or a page with the letter ‘A’ written all over it, or a page with legible writing, or a page covered with ink), but I couldn’t find any difference among those. I wasn’t sure why, but I suspected it had something to do with individual pages being too small of a sample.
Throughout the process, I unlocked a number of Inventory-related skills.
[Your Bag Magic skill level has increased to 20.]
[You have learned the Improved Inventory Capacity skill.]
That skill drastically increased the size and mass of objects I could put into single inventory slots. That was extremely useful, because while my number of slots had increased in a seemingly linear fashion with each level, my capacity per slot had only been increasing very slowly up until that point. I’d been able to store slightly larger rocks with each level, but I hadn’t figured out a formula for it.
Anyway, with Improved Inventory Capacity, I had more options. I tested things like larger rocks and some metal pots and pans, but nothing turned out to be much more efficient for skill gains. Object size impacted skill gain rate a little, but not much. I tried some larger and more esoteric stuff after that, like storing walls, but….
[Error: Cannot be stored. Object is above maximum capacity.]
Unfortunate, but at least I could store more water in a single slot, or things like an entire backpack.
[Your Bag Magic skill level has increased to 50.]
[You have gained the Mental Inventory Activation skill.]
That was an interesting one; it let me open and close my inventory, or add and remove items, just by thinking about it.
I tried testing if that changed the rate at which my skills increased, but it didn’t seem to.
I went back saying things aloud after that, at least for the most part. I was just too used to it.
Eventually, Mom loaned me her wedding ring.
That changed everything.
Thanks. I love you, Mom. And I owe you many, many thanks for the time you saved me on leveling up.
The wedding ring proved to be forty-five times more efficient than my dear, sweet and reliable testing rock. It was also nearly ten times more efficient than the next best thing I’d found, which was a fancy kitchen knife.
I think she was concerned about me losing it from time to time, but as long as I only used it while I was at home, she tolerated it.
And with that, I had everything I needed.
“Inventory. Remove wedding ring.”
“Add wedding ring.”
[Your Bag Magic skill level has increased to 75.]
[You have gained Superior Inventory Capacity skill.]
I still couldn’t store walls, sadly, but I found myself capable of storing entire drums of water in one inventory slot after that.
I kept going.
It took an entire year of spending hours and hours each day, but eventually, I reached the message I’d been striving for since the beginning.
[Your Bag Magic skill level has increased to 100.]
[You have gained the Ultimate Inventory Capacity skill.]
That was impressive in itself. Ultimate Inventory Capacity increased the amount of mass I could store in a single inventory by a factor of ten. I was curious if I could store an entire house now, but my parents (barely) convinced me not to test that on our home.
That wasn’t even the most important thing I’d earned, though. Not by a long shot.
A second message had displayed in my mind, one I’d only dreamed of seeing.
[Your Bag Magic has improved into the Advanced Skill, Dimensional Magic.]
Perfect.
Now, it was about time I got myself a sword.
STEP THREE — OBTAIN THE HERO’S SWORD
After returning my mother’s wedding ring and giving her my eternal gratitude, I was ready to get started on my next test.
Along with Dimensional Magic, I had unlocked a single spell — Blink.
Blink was a short distance teleportation spell which could be used on myself, any object of reasonable size I touched, or another person. I could also use it on myself and up to two other people at the same time, as long as we were in physical contact. Oh, and just to be clear, people were transported with whatever they were carrying. Teleporting people out of their clothes was a funny idea, but not actually how the spell worked.
The main disadvantage of Blink was the range — it only could go about fifty feet, and it required a clear line of sight to the destination. I presumed that would be improved somewhat as I increased my Dimensional Magic skill, but likely not enough to ever be used as a long-distance travel spell. I’d probably have to unlock higher level spells for that sort of thing.
It also cost mana to use, which I had very little of, since I was only first level. After testing it, I determined I had enough mana to use Blink a total of three times before I found myself completely exhausted and needed to rest.
If I tried to use Blink a fourth time, it failed outright, and I saw a message that said:
[You have insufficient mana to use this spell.]
I spent one day practicing with Blink, just to be safe. Doing that, as well as storing more things, didn’t raise my Dimensional Magic skill at all. I wasn’t too worried, though — increasing Dimensional Magic wasn’t my priority.
I headed back to the Sword Shrine, nervously practicing storing things in my Inventory the whole journey. It only took me about a day to get there — my home town wasn’t far from the capital, Sovereign’s Peak, where the Sword Shrine was located.
I paid the entrance fee, stood in line, and gripped the sword.
Please, please work.
“Inventory. Add Hero’s Sword.”
The blade of the sword flashed with bright light.
A message flashed in my vision too fast to process, and then I was surrounded by darkness.
***
The first thing I did was panic, which I think is pretty understandable, since I couldn’t breathe.
The fact that I couldn’t see my surroundings was pretty bad, too, but breathing is even more important.
It was cold, too. Oppressively cold. Numbness was rapidly spreading across my skin, and that same cold was rapidly flowing up my nose as I tried and failed to draw in breath.
I choked on the lack of air.
I flailed around for a moment, and my arm hit something hard. I could feel something, at least. That pain gave me the slightest bit of focus.
My hand moved, gripping the object, and I recognized it instantly. I’d stored it thousands upon thousands of times, after all.
My rock.
After a moment of confusion, I understood the void around me.
I opened my mouth, feeling frigid air enter, and spoke into the oppressive dark.
“Remove all inventory.”
Even as my throat froze, I felt something shift, and then the blessed light and warmth of the world returned.
***
I found myself back in the Sword Shrine, collapsed in front of the pedestal. I heard a murmur from the crowd around me.
I coughed and choked. I barely remember the next few minutes as people rushed around me.
Fortunately, among the priests at the shrine, at least a handful of them were still actual practitioners of divine magic.
I felt someone’s warm hand on my forehead and heard a man’s voice say, “Lesser Heal.”
That warmth spread across my body. It was a blissful sensation, too perfect to bear after the harrowing ordeal I’d just gone through.
That, at least, is my best explanation for why I lost consciousness a few moments later.
***
I woke in an unfamiliar bed, too tired and weak to even panic at that fact.
Blearily, I opened my eyes and processed the world around me.
There was a man sitting in a chair next to me, wearing the traditional robes of a White Mage. He looked to be about my age, with dark skin and a distinctive scar over his right eye. He was asleep, at least until the moment I sat up.
“Wha…huh?” He wiped a bit of drool off his lips as he woke, then processed his own surroundings as I did.
I was in a small private chamber with stone walls on all sides, a large wooden door, and a stained glass window depicting four of the First Hero’s companions in battle against the four generals of the Demon King. It was traditional for a Hero’s companions to match themselves against each of the Demon King’s generals, one at a time, for reasons I could never fully understand.
From that, I put together my likely location. I felt a bit chagrined, but it was better to be in the Sword Shrine than in some random guy’s bedroom.
“You’re awake!” the man proclaimed, brightening at the sight of me. “Oh, you probably shouldn’t sit up so fast, though. You’re probably going to need to take some time to heal.”
From the way my head was spinning, I had to agree. I groaned. “Mom is going to be pissed.”
The robed man gave me a sympathetic smile. “Is there someone we should be contacting on your behalf, mayhap?”
“My parents know I’m here.” I sighed. “I just…really was hoping it would work this time.”
He raised an eyebrow at me. “This time?”
“I tried using my Inventory skill on the sword before, but I wasn’t high enough level for it to even register. Now, apparently my skill level was high enough, but it went even worse. Must have triggered some kind of magical defenses on the stone or the sword.”
“Oh, dear, yes. Perhaps you weren’t thinking about Spell Reflection? It’s one of the Hero’s Sword’s iconic characteristics.”
I sighed. I’d known that the Hero’s Sword could reflect nearly all forms of magic. It was legendary for being able to reflect the Demon King’s energy balls, after all. But I didn’t think that would extend to something as innocuous as storing it in my inventory.
It was only then that I was able to recall and process the message that I’d seen in my vision before I passed out.
[Your Inventory spell has been reflected.]
Oops.
“Well, that wasted quite a bit of time, then.” I rubbed my throat, which still ached in spite of the healing. “Thanks for healing me. That was you, right?”
He nodded. “It’s my job. Well, one of my jobs. You’d be surprised how many people hurt themselves trying to get the sword. At least you didn’t use attack magic — that can make a real mess.” He reached out with a hand. “I’m Ken. Ken Sei.”
“Yui Shaw.” I shook his hand. “Sorry to cause you trouble.”
Ken laughed. “Ah, it’s nothing! In fact, that was the most interesting thing that’s happened here in years. Sure, people try to blow up the altar now and again, but I’ve never seen someone try a skill and simply vanish before. Very few people make a sincere effort to try unusual approaches like you did.”
I gave him a weak smile. “Thanks, I guess. I guess I’ll get started on Plan B as soon as I’m healed.”
“Plan B? I hope that doesn’t involve a hammer and chisel.”
I snorted. “No, no. I’m going to try my Blink spell next, but I don’t think that’ll work, either. Then from there, I’ll give up on the sword for a while and try other things. I’ll circle back around when I’m higher level and have more options.”
“You seem very invested in the idea of pulling out this sword.” Ken frowned. “Why is that?”
“I can’t just wait for some Hero to show up and save the world.” I took a breath. “I can’t just wait and watch while the world burns around me. There’s no telling how much will be left when the Hero rises. And even when he does arrive, he could fail. It’s happened.”
“Twice, that we know of.” Ken nodded. “The Bad End Hero, who was defeated by the Demon King when his faerie companion — the Fallen Faerie — betrayed him. And then there was Water Temple Hero, who was supposedly the most powerful Hero of all time, but disappeared into the Water Temple, never to return.”

“You’d be surprised how important an outfit can be. And beyond that, equipment. Do you have bombs? A bow? Magic arrows? A harmonica?”
“…No? But wait, no. I can see why bombs and arrows might be helpful, but why in the world would I need a harmonica?”
Ken raised an eyebrow. “To play the sacred melodies, obviously. Haven’t you heard the legends at all?”
“Some of the Heroes played those songs, but not all of them. And besides, I was really planning to circumvent a lot of that.”
Ken patted me on the knee. “I’m sure you were, dear. But there are reasons why the Hero must do the things he does. It’s tradition, you know.”

Trying to dispel the runes, trying to reshape the platform…someone even changed their name to ‘Hero’ to try to trick the sword that way.”
I snorted. “That’s a good one. I should meet that guy.”
“Didn’t work, obviously, but there have been many good efforts.” He frowned. “If the goddesses do not will it, what chance does any of us have to succeed?”
“I don’t know,” I admitted. “But all I can do is try. There’s no harm in trying to save the world, is there?”
“Well, not unless you break something important,” he pointed out. “Please don’t break anything important?”
“Can’t promise anything.” I smiled. “But you know, if you’re worried about me breaking things, you could go with me.”
Ken frowned. “I’m not certain what use I would be. I have very few skills, aside from healing magic, an impeccable fashion sense, and prodigious skill at swordplay.”
I stared at him. “…What was that last part again?”
“Oh, I’m rather good with color coordination, if I say so myself. I very nearly took a level in Fashionista, but—”
“No, the other last part. Aren’t you supposed to be a priest?”
Ken smiled. “Ah, I suppose I didn’t introduce myself properly. I am a priest, at least in profession. But that’s not my Class.” He shifted so I could see that on the side of his robes he had a belt. “I have a somewhat unusual Class. It came from being raised at the Sword Shrine, and training here in both holy magic and the use of swords.”
“Unusual Class?”
He rested a hand on the hilt at his side. “Indeed. They call me a Sword Saint.”
***
That night, Ken helped me down the stairs. I was a little wobbly on my feet, but determined not to waste the evening.
Then, with his assistance, I tried a few things.
“Blink.”
The sword shimmered brightly when I cast the spell on it, then I found myself teleported the opposite direction of where I’d intended to transport the sword.

STEP FOUR — FIND THE MOST POWERFUL MONSTERS AVAILABLE
Ken did not, in fact, know where to find slimes. He did, however, know how to locate the local Adventurer’s Guild.
There, we were directed at the counter to a grizzled veteran. She was over six feet tall, battle scarred, and wore some kind of unidentifiable animal hide. On her back, she wore a huge axe made out of some kind of crystal.

“Excuse me.” I walked over to her. “Can I ask you a few questions?”
“Already are, little one. What can Gretta help you with?” She gave me a broad smile, exposing teeth that were just a little too sharp.

“Is there a place where we can find slimes in a high concentration, without a lot of other monsters?” Ken asked.
“Why? Is slime bounty season again?” She frowned. “No one tell Gretta this.”
I raised my hands. “No, nothing like that. I’m just, uh, particularly interested in hunting down some slimes. We’re both new adventurers, you see.”
“Ah, is just babies.” She grinned and slapped me on the shoulder. “Slimes less scary than goblins, yes? Gretta sees. Hm. Let think.” Gretta rubbed at her chin. “There is…what is it, dripping forest? Ah, no, Sludge Forest! That is it. You go, three, maybe five miles east, down road. See sign that says, ‘Danger, Keep Out.’ Ignore sign. Good hunting.” She nodded.
“Thank you, that sounds very helpful.” I smiled. “Is there anything we can do to repay the favor?”
“You kill slimes, get levels, then you come back and buy me drink, yes?” Gretta laughed. “I be waiting for you.”
I nodded.
I intended to buy her several.
***
We headed to the Sludge Forest.
Ken seemed somewhat less excited about the prospect than I was.
“…So, you have an…actual reason to be hunting slimes?”
I grinned. “Don’t worry, you’ll see soon enough. Probably.”
“And you can’t just, uh, tell me this plan before I walk into the place filled with monsters?”
“Pfft, they’re slimes. They barely count as monsters. And if I told you my plan in advance, that would limit my ability to pretend something else was my plan all along.”
He laughed. “Ah, I see your logic. Very well, then.” He looked cheerful, but I could see a hint of nervousness on his expression, and in the way his hand settled on the hilt of the sword at his side.
Truth be told, I was nervous, too.
I didn’t even have a sword. Just one of the kitchen knives I’d borrowed from Mom and a few rocks.
That would have to be enough, at least for now. My Class couldn’t even use swords.
(I had plans to address that problem as well, of course. There was no way I could justify taking the Hero’s Sword unless I planned to wield it.)
When we reached the Sludge Forest, it looked…uh, pretty disgusting. Colorful goop dripped off the trees, sliding into cracks in the ground and occasionally forming pools.
Ken froze when he saw what the place actually looked like. “Could we, ah, mayhap go back to town for a bit? I think I left something behind. In my other pants. My, uh, bravery. I left my bravery in my other pants.”
I patted him on the arm. “Steady, there. It’s not going to be that dangerous.” I paused for a moment, then added, “Probably.”
Ken winced. “Look, it’s not that I’m that scared of dying in the middle of nowhere in a horrifying, monster infested wilderness. It’s more that, well, that place looks rather…unsanitary?”
A blob of gloop fell off a nearby tree, as if to emphasize his point.
“I don’t see the problem.” I stared at him. “Adventuring is messy business.”
“Ah, uh, yes. Certainly.” He gave a little laugh. “It’s just, that, well, the traditional clothing of priests and Sword Saints is, well, white. And surely you can see that this,” he waved to the forest, “would rather clash with my aesthetic?”
“Pfft. It’ll be fine. We’ll just stick to the roads. They don’t look too bad.”
The roads were only, maybe, seventy percent covered in green goop.
Ken frowned.
“Don’t be such a worrier!” I headed toward the path. “We’ll just head in, fight a slime or two, and head back. No mess, no distress.”
I liked that rhyme. I’m still proud of it.
“I…suppose. Very well. I shall accompany you.” He straightened himself and walked to my side.
I took a better look at the area ahead of us.
I could see why this was a good place to find slime monsters: they were directly related to the goop on the trees. Given that there was a road going through this area, it probably hadn’t always been like this. I suspected some kind of magical accident was involved.
Taking magic seriously and handling it responsibly is important, kids. Just ignore the fact that I started out my journey by throwing random spells at a divine artifact.
The trickiest part of the Sludge Forest was trying to identify where the goop ended and slime monster began.
I almost missed the first one we encountered. Fortunately, Ken didn’t.
The slime was blue and shaped like a teardrop, about the size of a small dog. When it hopped toward us out of the goop, Ken’s hand moved, drawing his sword and cutting through the air in a near-instant.
“Hyaa! Take that, foul beast!”
He missed.
Like me, Ken had an unusual Class and great determination. But like me, he was still only Level 1.
The slime landed between us, then hopped toward me. I jumped back, nearly slipping in a puddle of ooze.
As it neared me, I had the presence of mind to speak. “Blink.”
I appeared right behind it.
The slime froze for a moment, presumably confused by the disappearance of its prey.
I jammed my knife into it from behind.
Ooze splattered on my hand, leaving mild burns. I yelped, hopping back, and leaving the knife inside it.
The slime hopped, too, spinning around just in time for Ken’s sword to tear it in half.
It exploded, spraying us both with goop.
[Your party has killed a slime. You have gained 3 experience points.]
“Ah…ah.” Ken stammered. His gaze gradually turned downward toward his once-pristine robe. He stared for a time, as if frozen. It looked like something inside of him had fundamentally broken.
“It’s okay, Ken. It’s okay.” I patted him. I’m pretty sure I only ended up smearing more slime on him in the process.
Ken made a whimpering sound.
“Sssh. It’s okay. We’re going home now. We won.”
He kept staring.
I paused to retrieve my knife and pick up the tiny bag of coins the monster had left behind, then grabbed his arm and gently tugged him toward the entrance of the forest.
For the first time in my life, I’d been involved in slaying a monster.
Ken looked a little better when we were finally out of the woods.
“Lesser Heal,” he said, and a light washed over me. The mild burns on my hands healed immediately.
“Thanks.” We split the coins and headed back to town.
We rested after we returned. Fortunately, the town had a public bath area.
Ken looked slightly less panicked after that.
We slept in town for the night.
The next day, we headed deeper into the forest.
We’d only just gotten started.
***
The next night, we returned to town covered in ooze once again. We split off to our respective bathing areas, washed, and met back up.
We shared a room at the inn for the night. We’d made some coin from the slimes, but it still helped to be frugal.
That night, I had a tough decision to make.
Ken and I nodded to each other.
“Level up.” I said. He echoed me.
We’d each gained enough experience from hunting slimes to increase our level.
And with that, we had new options.
I could see a list of all of the Classes I was eligible for. Bag Mage was the first on the list, since I already was a Level 1 Bag Mage.
I had the option of using my level up to increase my Bag Mage level from 1 to 2, or I could choose to gain Level 1 in another Class I’d earned instead. That was called Multiclassing, and it was relatively common for people who wanted to be flexible, rather than specialized.
Taking another level in Bag Mage would have helped me work on unlocking higher level Bag Magic — and, more important, Dimensional Magic. That was a tempting prospect.
I also could have taken a level in another type of magic-using Class to increase my flexibility. I noted that I’d unlocked Black Mage and White Mage, which were two of the most common Classes for magic use. Those were options to consider at some point.
But if I wanted to use the Hero’s Sword, I needed at least one level in something that would give me access to the Sword Proficiency skill.
I had a number of Class options available. Some were classic fighting Classes like, well, Fighter. Others were non-fighting Classes that could still gain sword proficiency, like Blacksmith, Red Mage, or Bard.
I looked through the list of everything available, smiled, and for the second time in my life, picked a Class that virtually no one would ever choose.
I selected the Slime Hunter Class.
***
The Ranger Class was iconic for offering tracking skills, some alchemical skills, druidic magic, great weapon flexibility, and monster hunting abilities.
The Monster Hunter Class was a variant of Ranger, a more specialized version, losing the magic use and some other abilities in exchange for even bigger improvements to hunting specific monster types.
It was also possible to get a Class variant that was even more specialized by hunting a lot of monsters of a specific type. Some of these were relatively common, like Giant Hunter, Demon Hunter or Undead Hunter, and generally considered very useful. Dragon Hunters were among the most prestigious, offering tremendous bonuses specifically against dragons.
The Slime Hunter Class was like that, but, uh, without the prestige.
They lost the monster hunting abilities against anything other than slimes, but they were really, really good at hunting slimes.
In specific, Slime Hunters could intuitively sense the location and direction of slimes of various different types, making tracking them a breeze. And second, they gained tremendous bonuses when fighting against slimes. Things like extra damage and bypassing a portion of the slime’s defenses.
Of course, virtually no one wanted to bother being a Slime Hunter, because slimes were — for the most part — among the weakest and most common monsters available. Spending a valuable level on bonuses against slimes was, conventionally speaking, an absolutely terrible idea.
There was, however, something most adventurers knew about, but didn’t actually bother with — silver slimes.
Silver slimes were a type of rare slime that were notoriously difficult to kill. They were tremendously fast, and tended to run away as soon as they saw someone. Beyond that, they were also extremely resilient to damage, and virtually immune to most conventional forms of magic.
When killed, silver slimes were known to provide hundreds of times more gold and experience than normal slimes — an amount similar to high-level monsters like trolls and lesser dragons. But finding a silver slime and actually killing one was about as likely as winning a jackpot in a casino. Hunting them deliberately was generally a fool’s errand, since they were both rare to find and difficult to kill even when they were encountered.
High-level adventurers could hunt silver slimes, but generally wasn’t worth their time.
So, the end result was that silver slimes were generally seen as a rare reason to celebrate for anyone who got lucky enough to corner one, but not something anyone should actively hope to find and hunt down.
But even with only one level in Slime Hunter, I had the ability to beat the odds.
***
By taking the Slime Hunter Class, I’d gained several new Skills.
The vast majority of them were weapon proficiencies — things like Sword Proficiency and Bow Proficiency.
To make use of those, I went and bought a simple short sword and a short bow with the money I’d earned from slime hunting. They weren’t much, but they were far superior to a kitchen knife. (Sorry, kitchen knife. You served me well, and I appreciate you.)
I bought some cheap leather armor, too. It wouldn’t do much for protection, but it was better than just my traveling clothes. My Slime Hunter Class had given me the necessary proficiency to wear any light or medium armor, but I couldn’t afford anything better just yet.

[Your party has slain a Green Slime. You have earned 15 experience points.]
Ken slumped to the ground, clutching his chest.
I dropped down with him. “You okay?”
He winced. “Lesser Heal.” He shuddered. “Ow. That…ow.”
I nodded. “Sorry. I didn’t realize it, but apparently that skill only works on close-range attacks.”
“That’s…kind of awful, actually. But I’m glad it worked.” He pointed at the pile of treasure. “But at least we got something out of it.”
“We did.” I smiled. “And more than just the treasure.” I pointed at the side of my head. “We just got something important.”
***
We headed straight back to town. Even with the Lesser Heal spell, Ken was feeling sick. We suspected he’d been poisoned by contact with the slime, which wasn’t something his healing spells could handle just yet. We bought an antidote, he drank it, and he slowly recovered over the course of the next few days.
We hadn’t earned enough experience to level up just from killing one green slime; we’d have to kill dozens for that.
But with a better understanding of how my skills worked, we were ready for our next trip. We headed back to the forest.
“Slime Tracking.”
I saw the same types of trails appear as before — blue and green. We followed one of the blue trails, discovered a blue slime, and quickly killed it. We repeated the process five more times.
The blue slimes weren’t worth much experience or gold, but they were very easy to find and defeat with my new abilities. And, now that I’d used Slime Tracking several times, I felt I had sufficient confirmation to have a good idea of how the skill was working.

A silver slime.

Without the tracking skill, I could have wandered for days without finding a silver slime…but finding it was only the first part of the problem.
Actually beating one was much, much harder.
Once Ken was in position, I raised my bow and fired.
My arrow bounced right off the creature’s side.
I muttered a curse. This wasn’t unexpected — silver slimes were notoriously resilient — but I’d hoped to get in a lucky shot.
The slime did exactly what I’d expected in response — it ran.
Or, rather, it hopped. It hopped very, very fast.
I dropped my bow and rushed after it, but there was no chance I could catch it on my own. Fortunately, Ken was already waiting on the opposite side of the clearing.
I chased the slime right toward him.
Ken slashed the slime, and I heard a loud clang on the impact. The slime froze, leaking silvery goop from a cut in its surface.

Unfortunately, it was faster than I was, so chasing it meant that it would eventually get out of range unless I did something to change the chase.
After following it a short way, I climbed a tree.
The slime on the trees was slippery and disgusting, but fortunately, not actually dangerous. At least as far as I knew.
I wasn’t quite sure I could climb back down safely, but I had a plan for that.
From the high vantage point atop the tree, I could just barely see the slime hopping away in the distance, still looking panicked.
“Blink.”
I hadn’t teleported that far with Blink before, but the slime was still within line of sight. It worked.
I appeared right in front of the slime.
It was briefly startled.
“Slime Slayer.”
I brought my sword upward.
The silver slime fell into two perfect halves.
[Your party has killed a silver slime. You have earned 1723 experience points.]
For the first time since the start of my plans, one of my crazy ideas had actually worked.
STEP FIVE — DEFEAT THE DEADLY MONSTERS TO INCREASE YOUR ABILITIES
Ken, who definitely wasn’t dead but still had been thoroughly avenged, was looking much better by the time I got back to him. He’d healed his own injuries with his magic.
He was, like me, covered in goop. But his smile and ‘thumbs up’ gesture showed that he, too, had received an absurd number of experience points.
I handed him half the impressive pile of silver coins the silver slime had dropped when it died, then we headed back to town.
I intended to shower forever.
***
We rented a room at a fancy inn. One with showers. Beautiful, amazing showers.
I felt a little sorry for the staff of the inn that would have to clean up after us. I tipped heavily.
When I closed my eyes in the shower, I saw three beautiful, amazing messages.
[You have gained a level. You have reached level 3.]
[You have gained a level. You have reached level 4.]
[You have gained a level. You have reached level 5.]
The silver slime had given us months’ worth of experience and coins in a single fight.
At that point, I had another critical decision to make.
Every time I gained a level, I could choose which Class to allocate that level to. Higher levels in a specific class would unlock more powerful abilities geared toward that Class. In addition, each level in a Class also improved a person’s physical (and sometimes magical) abilities. For example, levels in a Blacksmith Class would permanently increase someone’s physical strength, and levels in any magic-using Class would provide an increased amount of mana available for casting spells.
Many of the most powerful skills and spells required a high level in one specific Class, so spreading levels out all over the place wasn’t generally considered wise. If I wanted to excel in any given field, I’d eventually have to choose something to specialize in.
So did I want to invest more in my Slime Hunter Class to make hunting slimes even more efficient? While I didn’t see myself hunting slimes forever, levels in this Class would also improve my general physical combat abilities, so it was a viable option.
Did I want to level my Bag Mage Class instead, and hope I could unlock more powerful Dimensional Magic? This was a gamble, since I didn’t know what kind of Dimensional Magic was available to a high level Bag Mage, but I would also be increasing my available mana each time I gained a level.
Or did I want to choose a third Class entirely, perhaps a more conventional one? If I wanted to fight the Demon King directly at some point in time, taking a Class designed for combat — like a Fighter or Fire Mage Class — might be a wise choice.
It was a difficult decision, but for my long-term plans, Dimensional Magic was essential.
There were two main reasons for this.
First, when I’d last attempted to store the pedestal that held the Hero’s Sword in my Inventory, the message in response was that the pedestal had resisted my spell. Magic resistance was something that could, in theory, be overridden by powerful enough magic — and that meant a higher level in the relevant Class, a higher skill level, or a more powerful individual spell.
Second, Dimensional Magic was extraordinarily rare, and something that I didn’t think the Demon King was likely to have developed complete countermeasures against. I had no illusions about beating the Demon King in a sword fight, even with the Hero’s Sword; I’d need every advantage I could get, and Dimensional Magic felt like one of the best possible ways to get the edge I needed.
So I leveled up my Bag Mage Class three times.
I immediately felt amazing.
There was a brief euphoric feeling as I sensed new power and a wider well of mana flowing within me. And, despite choosing a magic-wielding Class, I felt just a little bit tougher, too. I’d felt some improvement when I’d gained my first level, but this was much more obvious; gaining three levels at once was a tremendous increase in my capabilities.
Beyond those benefits, I’d also acquired something entirely new.
[You have learned a new skill: Cheapskate.]
I stared at the skill, uncertain.
What the heck is that? Something that gives me discounts on buying things…? No, that doesn’t make sense. That would require some kind of mind control.
Maybe…
I tried casting Blink. Casting it once didn’t feel any different, but after casting it three times, I didn’t feel like I’d reached my limit. I cast it again and again, my grin widening with each successful use. I didn’t stop until after I’d cast the spell a total of eight times.
Cheapskate, it seemed, didn’t save me money — it saved me mana.
Sadly, I couldn’t tell exactly how much Cheapskate was saving, since increasing my level had also increased my available mana. Either way, gaining the levels had made a huge improvement to how may spells I could cast in a row. For an ordinary Bag Mage, that savings might have simply been a convenience. For me, it was a lifesaver.
Fully showered and leveled up, I indulged myself in ordering food delivered to the room, then had a fitful sleep for the night.
***
Two months passed.
Many, many silver slimes were killed.
Ken and I hunted each day. Most days, we only managed to find a single slime. Sometimes, if we were lucky, we’d find two or three.
The plan was working masterfully; we were earning experience and gold at a rate comparable to high-level adventurers, but with virtually no risk.
We eventually stopped for three main reasons.
One, I was concerned about over-hunting the region. Monsters respawned over time, but their reproductive process was poorly understood. If I killed too many silver slimes, I was worried I’d wipe them out entirely from the area, and ruin the prospect of others — or even ourselves — doing the same thing again in the future.
The second problem was diminishing returns. While we did earn significant experience for killing the slimes, as we gained higher and higher levels, the increasing experience requirements meant that killing slimes became progressively less efficient.
Toward the end, it was taking us several days of killing one or two slimes a day to earn a single level. And while that is actually pretty impressive by ordinary leveling standards, we’d gotten used to it being super easy at the start, so we didn’t have the kind of patience for it that we should have.
And third, it was very, very boring.
While storing a rock (or a ring, or whatever) over and over was more boring in concept, that was something I could do casually while in the midst of other activities. This dominated nearly our entire day, and it was exhausting, smelly work.
I have no complaints about the results, but it’s not something I would ever want to repeat.
After all of that hunting, we’d gained several levels. We were both a total of Level 11. In my case, that meant nine levels of Bag Mage and two levels of Slime Hunter.
That extra Slime Hunter level didn’t get me much, just a skill called Ambidexterity. It felt a little weird being able to use my off-hand almost as well as my main hand, but I wasn’t going to complain about it. I did wonder what would happen if someone who was naturally ambidextrous got the skill, though. Would they get better with using both hands? Skills were often a mystery like that.
More importantly, being Level 9 as a Bag Mage got me a few new skills, as well as several new spells.
Skill-wise, the first thing I got was something called Unencumbered. That made it easier for me to wear or carry items without feeling their weight, even if they weren’t in my Inventory. The amount I could carry without feeling it would depend on my level in the skill. I was pleased, since it seemed like the kind of thing I could increase just by…wearing stuff.
Beyond that, I got two more items of interest. One was Double Bag, which let me have two separate Inventories, each with the same capacity. This didn’t seem super immediately useful, especially since I could already carry an incredible number of items, but I figured it would come in handy at some point. Maybe I could use it for easier organization, or just fill up my second bag with something I didn’t want to contaminate the things in the first, like anything poisonous.
(I wasn’t actually sure if items inside the Inventory interacted with each other. That was worth testing at some point. Preferably without making my Inventory explode by putting two volatile things next to each other.)
Finally, my most important new skill was Carry Anything.
It enabled me to safely carry items that would normally hurt anyone who didn’t meet certain requirements. It didn’t actually let me use those items, but it meant that I could pick up a cursed item and put it back down without hurting myself. That was neat.
Did it let me pull a certain legendary sword out of a certain stone in a shrine?
Of course not. There was no way it would be that simple. I grumbled a little bit after my last failed attempt, but it wasn’t exactly unexpected.
“Maybe I should try taking a level in Thief…” I mumbled.
“People have already tried to use the Pickpocket skill on the sword. Repeatedly,” Ken explained. “It’s a clever notion, but apparently even high-level Thieves have difficulty stealing things that are embedded into an enchanted platform.”
I sighed. “I suppose Thief might still be useful anyway. Could I steal things directly into my Inventory? Maybe I could use that to disarm people…”
“I don’t think taking levels in Thief is going to be good for your heroic reputation.”
I shrugged. “I don’t really care about that. I care about succeeding. If I have to take some sketchy Classes to accomplish that, I’ll do it. But I’ll hold off on Thief for the moment. I still think I can get more useful stuff out of higher level magic.”
I’d already gotten some pretty neat spells just by increasing my Bag Mage level to nine.
Spells were a little strange. In order to learn a new spell, you’d have to have both the required level in the Skill — like say, level 25 in Dimensional Magic — and a high enough level in the appropriate Class. So, you could either get a spell when you reached a specific Skill threshold (if your Class level was already high enough), or right when you leveled up (if your skill level was already high enough).
There were also some weird rare spells that weren’t learned automatically, but that you could learn from books or scrolls if you met the appropriate requirements.
Anyway, in my case, I got most of my new spells on leveling, since I used my skills so much more than normal people in my level range.
In terms of Bag Magic, I learned three new spells — View, Sort and Project.
View projected a list of all the current items in my Inventory into a glowing phantasmal parchment in front of me. I could already see my own Inventory without it, but this projection was visible to other people. That meant it would be useful for people like shopkeepers, I assumed.
Sort could be used to change the order of how those items were listed — like by category, or by date obtained.
And Project created a solid illusion of one of the items from my list so that I could show it to someone. The illusion could be picked up and moved around, but it wasn’t very durable and didn’t have any of the properties of the original item. The spell was designed for displaying merchandise, not for fighting.
They were all potentially useful, but Project excited me the most. It would be especially helpful if I actually got up to any thievery, since I could project a duplicate of whatever I took. A quick test told me that the illusions were pretty hard to tell apart at a glance, and they lasted quite a while.
Most important, though, were my new Dimensional Magic spells.
The Phase spell let me move through walls and other solid objects. (No, it didn’t let me phase my hand through the pedestal beneath the sword to try to steal it that way. I did try. My hand bounced off an invisible shield.)
And Anchor would temporarily make a target immune to teleportation. Useful if I ran into any monsters or traps that wanted to move me around.
In Ken’s case, he was now a Level 9 Sword Saint…and a Level 2 Fashionista.
He’d unlocked a number of new spells throughout the leveling process, most importantly Moderate Heal, Antidote, Protect, and Bless Weapon. Those spells did exactly what they sounded like.
I didn’t know what the Fashionista levels were for. He told me he had “big plans” and that it would be a surprise.
I tried not to be too nervous about that — I was too busy being worried about something far more important.
It was time to go to our first dungeon.
STEP SIX — USE THE TRADITIONAL STEPS TO DEFEAT EACH DUNGEON
It took close to a week to get to our destination — a colossal withered tree. Once, it might have stood hundreds of feet in height. Now, it was merely about fifty, with the entire top portion having been burned away. Even centuries after the event, I could see hints of ashes mixed in with the nearby dirt and stone.
According to legend, it was once one of the five Sacred Silver Trees that had assisted one of the first Heroes with their journey. In the aftermath of the failure of the Water Temple Hero — the Hero who disappeared into the Water Temple without ever returning — the Demon King had taken it upon himself to obliterate many of the Hero’s traditional allies.
Nearly all the Sacred Silver Trees had been among them.
Now, it had three holes in the base that looked almost like eyes and a mouth, stretched out in one final scream. It was a harrowing sight.
I steeled myself. This was no longer simply a remnant of the past or the corpse of an ancient being; it was the entrance to a labyrinth — the Wood Temple, the first of the Five Temples.
Each of the Five Temples was dedicated to a single element. That theme would influence both the entrance and, at times, the contents of the temple itself.
The temples served a critical function. They each held a single piece of the Pentacrest, a legendary artifact that, once assembled would give the holder the power to breach the barrier around the Demon King’s fortress. Without it, confronting the Demon King was largely impossible.
Earning one piece would be the first step toward a true path to victory.
Ken and I walked to the side of the tree. I put a hand on the tree’s bark. “I’m sorry that it ended for you like this. You’ll be avenged.”
With that, I led the way into the tree’s gaping maw.

“Are you really sure this is such a good idea?” Ken sounded nervous as I led the way inside. I had a sword in one hand and a lantern in the other as I led the way down the stairway inside the tree’s mouth.

“No, of course I’m not sure it’s a good idea. I am sure, however, that it’s something I want to do. Something I need to do. This world needs saving, Ken.”
“It does…it’s just…we don’t have all the things a Hero would normally have for a journey like this. We don’t have a faerie guide, any musical instruments, bombs…”
“I don’t think we’re going to need explosives to make our way through a tree, Ken. Even if it’s a monster-infested tree that has…”— I frowned as I reached the bottom of the stairs—“…a weirdly elaborate stone building beneath it.”
I’d heard legends about the Five Temples before, of course. I’d studied them extensively. But there was still something strange about walking from a forest into a tree and finding what looked like an ancient palace inside.
The first room was almost perfectly square, about twenty feet in each direction, with solid grey stone floors and walls.
It was lit by ever-burning magical torches. I put a hand on one of them, impressed. “Inventory.”
[Your Bag Magic has successfully overcome this object’s Magic Resistance.]
A smirk crossed my face as the magic torch vanished into my inventory. Apparently, my Bag Mage level and Inventory skill level were high enough to overcome some magic resistance now. If I kept working at it, maybe I’d eventually be able to grab some more secure items.
The room dimmed, but there were still three other torches, so I thought it was probably fine.
“That actually worked?” Ken’s expression showed a mixture of surprise and concern. I suppose he probably wasn’t thrilled that I was taking something that could qualify as a sacred object.
“Yeah, I’m surprised it worked, too. I figured I’d need that Pickpocket skill or something to get it off the wall, but no, apparently the enchantments here aren’t as secure as the sword’s.”
“Are you just going to steal everything in here?”
I shrugged. “I mean, not everything. Some things won’t be useful.”
Ken groaned. “Let’s get this over with.”
Aside from the torches, the room was mostly unadorned. There were a couple of conspicuous large stone blocks toward the center, as well as three doors — one straight ahead from the stairs, one on the left side of the room, and one on the right.

“Right, right.” I frowned. “I just feel sort of bad for them. Can we check the other room?”
“Sure, I guess.” Ken dodged another bat and we stepped out of the room.

“They’re demons, Yui. They don’t need to eat.”
I was still pretty sure they were just fruit bats, but I shrugged a shoulder. “Okay, sure. Other door?”

We headed to the other door, swinging it open to find a similar room — but one with threats that even I wouldn’t balk at fighting.
Five human skeletons faced us, each holding a pair of wicked-looking curved blades. They stared at us with glowing red motes of light in their otherwise empty eye sockets, but remained motionless as we stood in the doorway.

I sighed. “Okay. Do you have any anti-undead spells?”
Ken looked slightly abashed. “A traditional priest would, but as a Sword Saint…” He shook his head. “My Bless Weapon spell should allow our ordinary swords to work against them, however.”
I nodded at that. “Okay. Let’s do this thing.”
I switched back to my sword. Then, I set down my lantern and retrieved the magic torch from my inventory. It seemed pretty sturdy, and I figured I could use it as an off-hand weapon.
With that, we stepped inside.
The skeletons began moving immediately. Some toward us, some…not. I was worried at first they were moving into flanking positions, but honestly, I couldn’t see any logic to their movements.

I poked it with my sword once or twice, just to make sure it wasn’t a mimic or something. I’d heard of those things, and I wasn’t going to let one bite me. Not even once.
When the key remained still, I gave it a dubious glower, then carefully picked it up.
“Well fought.” Ken slapped me on the shoulder. “We might make it through this place after all.”
I nodded. “See anything else of value in here?”
He made a gesture at one of the nearby walls. “I believe I’ve uncovered a secret door.”
I approached the wall he’d mentioned. It was covered in huge cracks. “That’s…huh. Looks more like weather damage to me.”

“According to the legends of the Hero, I believe this is where we are supposed to place a bomb.”

“Yes. In each cycle, the Demon King takes these sacred places and corrupts them, seeking to draw in their power for his own wicked purposes. He then hides the keys to his own lair within them, knowing that the power of his foul minions will make it so that none other than the Hero can reach them.”

The Water Temple Hero frowned, raising a hand to his chin. Then, he gave a grunt, and raised a finger in a “one moment” gesture.
He reached into a bag at his side and retrieved a flute. And with it, he played a melody I recognized.
The Song of Faerie Calling.
As the melody took to the air, I heard an immediate response—the fluttering of tiny wings, and then a gasp. “It’s…you! It’s really you!”
Vex was floating above us, gawking at the Water Temple Hero. She looked a little scraped and bruised, but otherwise, perfectly fine. “You’re okay!”
The Water Temple Hero smiled at her, then made a series of quick hand gestures I couldn’t understand.
“Got it. I’m on it.” Vex descended from the sky, landing on the fallen Demon King’s chest. Then, swiftly, she slapped him across the face.
There was a spark of energy that flowed through her hand.
The Demon King’s wounds sealed shut.
He burst into a fit of coughing, his eyes slowly fluttering open.
“Where…what happened?” he asked, his voice weak.
I leaned close, then bopped him on the nose. “You lost.”
“I…did?” He coughed again, shaking his head. “I…must have…” His expression shifted quickly to concern, then resolve. “Then…I suppose you must take my life.”
I snorted. “No, Demon King.” I shook my head. “I’m going to give you half of the world.”
A deal was a deal, after all.
In the aftermath of the battle, we found that both my companions and the Demon Generals had survived.
Ken had defeated the Bishop of Blackness in a theological trivia contest, which apparently had been sufficient to constitute an overall victory between the two. After that, he’d rushed to the next room and found the Fallen Faerie crying.
Vex had, apparently, defeated her in a contest of insulting banter. Ken, being a friendly guy, stayed with the Fallen Faerie until she felt better.
Nameless Kage and the Deacon of Darkness had chased each other around for a while, after which they’d gotten exhausted with their game of hide and seek and sat down to play some kind of board game instead. It was a long one, so it had still been going when the ultimate battle between good and evil was finished.
I wasn’t sure if I was relieved or infuriated by how all that had played out while I’d risked my life.
Mordragon was tremendously grateful that I’d chosen to save him from the room-destroying explosion and pledged his eternal loyalty to me. I wasn’t quite sure what to make of that, but he made some really impressive poses, so I decided he’d make a good ally in the future.
With the forces of the Demon King defeated (except for in the board game, which was still going), we all met to discuss the next steps.
Together, we sat in a circle in the crater that used to be the Demon King’s room, and, for the first time in known history, we began a dialogue between humans and demons.
“Dirk was the Demon King?!” Ken gasped.
“S—sorry, Ken.” Dirk winced, giving Ken a sheepish look. “My bad?”
I sighed. The Water Temple Hero sighed with me.
Our discussions went on for much of the night.
A pact was reached.
For the time being, we would split the world between us. The Demon King’s forces would peacefully fall back, allowing humans and demihumans to reclaim much of their territory, until half of the world was once again in their hands.
This was, however, a temporary measure, while we worked to implement a better one.
A better future, where humans and demons could live together in harmony. Not in different halves of the world, but together. We were more similar than different, after all.
We knew that there would there would be opposition.
The faithful of the Silver Goddesses would not abide any alliance with the Demon King, at least at first. We would need to work hard over time to convince them.
Ken swore to make changes throughout the church, but he knew he would face an uphill battle. His word about what had truly happened would be hard to believe for many that hadn’t seen it.
Many lives had been lost among humans, demihumans, and others. Revenge would not be easily sated with words. We knew that there would be battles ahead. Not everyone would agree to peace.
But we would not be alone in our efforts in that regard, either.
With a dramatic flourish, the Nameless Kage removed her ninja mask, revealing that she was — to absolutely no one’s surprise — actually Princess Fitzgerald, heir to the throne of her kingdom. With her powerful influence and charisma, we hoped to make changes as smoothly as possible.
As the leader of a nation, she would meet frequently with Dirk, who worked hard to reform his own Demon Kingdom toward peaceful ends. Over time, those meetings turned from professional to personal.
I suspected it might not be long before the human and Demon Kingdoms were ruled by a single family.
The Water Temple Hero, fully human once again, set off on a journey to explore the much-changed world he had awakened into. He would not be alone. Vex, having lost the Water Temple Hero once, would never leave his side again.
Together, they would travel to meet with the Great Faeries, and sway the faeries to our cause. For her great valor, Vex’s title was changed; it was no longer The Faerie Who Failed. She would, forever after, be known as The Faerie Who Defeated You, just as she had boasted. This was confusing to literally everyone, but she loved it, and I adored her, so I helped spread the word.
After all that, Ken and I visited the Wood Temple again. It took significant work, but we eventually managed to move the immortal old man’s entire room out of the Wood Temple and to the Sword Shrine, where he’d no longer have to live his extended life in seclusion. The old man continued to give his all-important secret to many visitors, but I don’t know if anyone ever figured out what it meant.
Ken and I spent the years that followed traveling the world together. We undertook many more dangerous quests and searched for ancient treasures and secrets, growing in power and influence. We knew it was necessary to get as strong as possible for the next stage of my plan.
I might have defeated the Demon King, but the Silver Goddesses would be a much greater challenge.
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This story is, in many ways, my love letter to The Legend of Zelda. It’s the very first video game that I remember truly enjoying, and one of the first fantasy stories I remember capturing my imagination.
I loved Link, the hero of the story. I wanted to be him. I dressed up as him for Halloween.
But as time went on, I began to look at the story with a different set of eyes. And I noticed the same tropes and traditions in ever-so-many other books and games.
A Chosen One is the only one who can defeat the Dark Lord, the Demon King, the Ultimate Bad Guy. Or whatever.
So, what’s everyone else supposed to do? Just sit around and wait for the hero to show up?
Nah. That’s no fun.
So, I decided to write a story where our champion doesn’t suffer from complacency, and decides to change the world on her own terms.
I think it’s also fair to mention that subverting the Chosen One trope isn’t a unique concept. Brandon Sanderson wrote an excellent “what if the Dark Lord won” story with Mistborn, and I’m sure that’s a part of my inspiration. Will Wight wrote a great story with a non-Chosen One opposing a Dark Lord in his Traveler’s Gate Trilogy. That’s one of my favorite series, so I obviously owe some of my inspiration to Will Wight as well.
But both of those cases draw more heavily from the Western tradition of the Arthurian hero, and I wanted to do something that was a little more reminiscent of the Japanese gaming heroes for franchises like Zelda and Dragon Quest.
Maoyuu Maou Yuusha is also a notable inspiration; in that particular story, the Hero and the Demon King decide to work together to break the cycle of violence.
(For those of you who aren’t very familiar with that style, “Yui Shaw” is a pun on “Yuusha”, Japanese word for Brave One or Hero that serves as the protagonist in those styles of stories. Many of my other names are similar puns — Ken Sei, for example, roughly means “Sword Saint”.)
I’ll also note that there were internet gaming rumors about a Zelda game that didn’t star Link that started somewhere around the Wind Waker era, if I remember right. So, you can see those rumors as some of my inspiration, too.
Thanks to everyone who wrote the stories and made the games that helped inspire this book. I hope that this story is a worthy contribution to your legend.
If you’re looking for more books with strong RPG inspiration, there are a few up-and-coming subgenre labels to look for.
“LitRPGs” tend to literally take place in a video game, or in a world that has overt RPG mechanics, such as character classes and levels. Some classic examples include the .Hack series and Dream Park by Larry Niven and Steven Barnes. If you’re looking for one of these, I’d recommend Ascend Online by Luke Chmilenko.
There are a number of places to find great LitRPG recommendations. For example, there’s a large LitRPG Facebook group that can be found here. There is also a LitRPG subreddit, which can be found here.
“GameLit” is a slightly broader genre that includes game inspired fiction in general. Ready Player One by Ernest Cline would be a good example of this.
If you’re looking for an online community for more GameLit recommendations, you may want to look at GameLit Society group. There’s also a more general GameLit group. There’s also a GameLit subreddit, which can be found here.
Finally, if you’re looking for more things that involve long-term character progression, but without the RPG mechanics being necessary, you might like progression fantasy. I recommend checking out the subreddit for that here.
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
