    He soon caught sight of the group standing in front of a stall, admiring a set of intricately carved wands that were being sold by a bored and slightly irritable looking man sitting on a stool.  From the look on NPC’s face, this wasn't the first group of players that had stopped at his stall that morning. 
 
    As Jason leaned against a nearby building and kept an eye on the players, he overheard two nearby merchants speaking. 
 
    “...the goods aren't moving as fast as they used to.” 
 
    The other merchant nodded in understanding.  “Times have been much harder around here lately.  I barely sold anything this last week.” 
 
    The first merchant pointed at the gate.  “It doesn't help that the keep stays closed all the time now.  Some people are starting to say that the regent has either gone senile or gone on to the next life.” 
 
    “Eh, that's just people talking.  How could the regent have gone off his rocker without people noticing?” the second merchant inquired. “And if he were dead, we would know.  I'm certain the nobles would already be squabbling over the scraps of the kingdom.” 
 
    Jason noticed that the group of players was growing bored with the wands and were about to leave.  He glanced over at the two merchants trading sob stories and then hurried after the players. 
 
    He followed the group the rest of the way to their destination without incident and soon found himself standing in front of a fenced-in training ground.  Jason watched as dozens of players animatedly beat straw dummies to death with various types of wooden weapons. 
 
    The training ground abutted the eastern wall of the city and was flanked by large stone buildings.  Jason guessed that these must be some type of barracks for the local guardsman.  He saw several heavily-armored men dressed in the same fashion as the guards from the starting courtyard coming and going from the longhouses.  He also noticed a smaller building located near the center of the training ground.  If this area was set up like his school, then this was likely an administrative office for the guards.

    Hmm.  Skill acquisition seems to depend heavily on my actions.  The hours spent in a pitch black tunnel were still fresh in Jason's mind. 
 
    He approached the man standing next to the barrels.  Jason assumed that he must be the weapon trainer.  He was an average-sized man in his fifties with graying hair.  His face and arms were riddled with scars.  He wore durable looking leather armor, pockmarked with scratches and dents.  The man was leaning against a barrel, gazing with a bored expression at the players as Jason approached. 
 
    Jason greeted the man, mentally crossing his fingers that he wouldn't get turned away instantly.  “Hello sir, I was wondering if you could train me to use a weapon?” 
 
    The trainer eyed Jason up and down for a moment. 
 
    “I suppose so.  What type of weapon do you want to learn to use?” 
 
    I keep trying to follow MMO stereotypes and then getting tripped up by these simple questions.  I know I need to learn to use some kind of weapon, but which one?  I really didn't give this much thought! 
 
    He decided to go with honesty. “I really don't know.  I have no idea what type of enemies I'll be fighting, and I don't know what role best suits me.  However, I need to have some way to defend myself.” 
 
    Unbelievably, the trainer grinned at Jason.  “That is the first smart thing I've heard from you tourists today!” 
 
    Did he just say tourists? 
 
    He rubbed his stubbled chin with one hand and appraised Jason. 
 
    “You have the look of someone who won't be standing on the front lines.  You also don't seem the type to wear heavy armor.  You are lean, and look like you have some speed.  You strike me as the sort that will probably avoid fighting unless you absolutely have to.”

    “Daggers and throwing knives.  Definitely small, bladed weapons,” he finally decided. 
 
    “Why knives?”  Jason asked. “I'm not saying it's a bad idea, I just want to understand your reasoning.” 
 
    This actually seemed to amuse the trainer more.  “Hoho!  A tourist with a brain.  I never thought I would see the day!” 
 
    “Daggers and knives have many uses.  They can be thrown.  They can be easily hidden on your person to convince someone you're unarmed.  Different types of blades can cause terrible bleeding, and they allow someone proficient to kill quickly and quietly.” 
 
    Actually, his idea seems decent.  I can't really see myself wielding a sword or spear, or hauling a bow and quiver around with me all the time. 
 
    Jason was also beginning to suspect that the weight carrying system in AO would be just as realistic as the rest of this game.  He didn't plan on spending his time weight training or dumping points into Strength so that he could carry around bundles of equipment.

    What the hell is this?  Why is this a quest and why is it a “C” difficulty?  Also, why does it seem to imply that I might die?! 
 
    Jason was familiar with the RPG convention of assigning letter values to indicate the danger of a quest or quality of an item.  Higher letter values usually indicated higher difficulty or better quality.  For example, an “A” difficulty quest would be harder than a “C” difficulty quest.  However, unless the difficulty scale were heavily compressed in AO, he would have expected an “F” difficulty quest to obtain initial weapon training. 
 
    Maybe the quest difficulty is relative to my level and skills.  That would actually make more sense than there being an objective range of difficulties for all quests in the game.  Regardless, that still means this is going to be challenging. 
 
    Jason was also reflecting on why the trainer seemed so friendly, especially after the gruff treatment he had received from the guards.  Why help Jason with special training when the couple dozen players behind him were beating dummies to a pulp?

    Jason hesitated; he could feel his pulse pound in his veins.  He struggled to stay calm and continue walking nonchalantly down the street.  He was clearly being watched, and this didn’t seem like a good part of town.  He wasn't carrying any weapons, and he was wearing the beginning clothing he appeared in.  He also expected that there might be more than one person watching him. 
 
    He decided to pretend he hadn't seen anything and make his way quickly to the inn.  What else could he do at this point besides turn around or run? 
 
    Jason rounded a bend in the road and saw the outline of the south gate in the distance.  He noticed a shingle dangling from a building further down the street.  He could just barely make out something that looked like a pig snout painted on the wooden board. 
 
    That must be the inn that Rex mentioned. 
 
    Jason noticed that the street was oddly quiet.  He glanced around and realized that there was no longer anyone near him. 
 
    Well, that's strange. 
 
    He saw faint blue outlines of fresh footprints in the muck fifty yards in front of him. He was certain he wouldn't have noticed them without his Perception skill.

    In my current clothes, they probably think I'm a beginning traveler and have some small amount of coin.

    I don't see anyone I can shout to for help.  I might be able to run, but they’re likely higher level than I am and will outpace me. 
 
    Continuing forward slowly while trying to keep his pace casual, Jason noticed that there was a wagon sitting near the entrance to the left-hand alley and a pile of decaying barrels on the right-hand side of the street. 
 
    A glimmer of an idea bloomed in his mind.  He supposed he might be able to kick the barrels forward and then rush to the left side of the street to push the wagon forward, effectively blocking the entrance to the other alley.  If he moved quickly, he might buy himself a few precious seconds to sprint to the inn.

    Finally, he slammed into the door of the inn.

    Cost:  5 Stamina / Second 
 
      
 
    I feel like these prompts are getting more sarcastic! 
 
    It was then that he noticed he was receiving a lot of attention.  The inn was dead silent as a roomful of unfriendly looking people stared at him. 
 
    Think moron! Say something before they try to kill you too! 
 
    He straightened from his crouch near the door and tried to assume a carefree attitude. 
 
    “What's this neighborhood coming to?  A guy can't even walk down the street without people throwing knives at him!” 
 
    God, that was terrible.  I'm going to die. 
 
    The heavy silence continued, and dread started to curl in his stomach. 
 
    Suddenly, violent laughter erupted across the inn, and people turned back to their meals.  He noticed that music had started back up in the background. 
 
    As Jason was about to let out a sigh of relief, a heavy hand landed on his shoulder.  He felt like his legs were going to buckle. 
 
    “You're small,” said a booming voice from behind him. 
 
    As Jason turned, he saw a man who must have some kind of giant blood in him.  He was easily over seven feet tall and must have weighed roughly three hundred pounds, all of it solid, bulging muscle.  He wore a sleeveless metal cuirass, a large two handed hammer slung across his back.  Jason expected that one hit from that hammer would probably be enough to liquefy a regular person. 
 
    “Don't mind Grunt.  His etiquette leaves something to be desired, but he means well.” 
 
    A smallish man appeared from behind Grunt.  He was clothed in varying shades of black and gray.  His face was garnished with a garish mustache.  However, his most notable feature was the incredibly large, floppy hat on his head that he flicked up with a practiced gesture.

    Did Jerry say “she?”  A female caretaker? 
 
    Jason didn't consider himself sexist, but this seemed unusual. 
 
    Also, another “C” difficulty quest? 
 
    He rubbed the line on his neck where the throwing knife had scratched him.  The last quest had already been a close call, and he wasn’t anxious to repeat that experience. 
 
    Jason wasn't ecstatic at the idea of working for someone who maintained a graveyard, but he supposed it was either that or turn to outright thievery.  Based on the smile on Jerry's face when he mentioned his errands, Jason expected he might be stealing for his room and board before long.  He might as well try his hand at something else.

    “So people can only have one affinity?” 
 
    Jason was thinking of how overpowered it would be to summon multiple types of spells in conjunction. 
 
    Morgan pondered this question for a moment.  “Each affinity represents a certain set of personality traits or emotions.  You could even say that each affinity has a mind of its own,” she said, laughing at her own joke. 
 
    “People usually have a diverse range of emotions, and their personalities are nuanced.  Therefore, most individuals will often have a small connection with multiple affinities.  As a caster embraces the emotions and behavior that make up a certain affinity, their connection grows stronger.  This allows them to cast more challenging and powerful spells.  The process of increasing an affinity usually occurs gradually over time, so most casters specialize.” Morgan looked at him askance to make certain that he was following along.

    It was starting to look like he had rolled some sort of rogue class based on his skills and stats.  However, Jason's heart was now set on using dark magic.  These other skills were just a means to an end, and he expected that they would be useful in the future. 
 
    Something was nagging at him about the fight the evening before.  He remembered the massive damage he had caused to the grave robber when he had stabbed him in the neck.  Specifically, the damage text had indicated that he had done “overkill” damage.  When he did the math afterward, the robber only had 200 health by his calculation. 
 
    How much health did the typical level 100 player have?  He wished he had known how to check the grave robber's level as a benchmark. 
 
    Looking over at Jerry polishing the knives and setting them back on the racks, a thought occurred to him.  “Hey, Jerry, how much health do you have?” 
 
    Jerry looked at him with a lopsided grin.  “You should offer to buy a thief some dinner before you start asking questions like that!” 
 
    Jason just sighed. 
 
    Unperturbed, Jerry laughed at his own joke and continued, “To answer your question, I have about 4,000 health at the moment.  However, keep in mind that my health is low because I’ve invested heavily in Dexterity and Strength to increase my attack damage and speed.  I shouldn't be getting hit, so I don't need to worry about investing too much in Vitality.” 
 
    Jason pondered this for a moment.  “So how much health would a typical level 100 have?” 
 
    “Well, the answer to that question is a bit more challenging.  Each person gains 5 points to health, mana, and stamina each level.  Each point of Vitality adds 10 health, so my guess is that most individuals at level 100 would have around 1,000 health. 
 
    “That’s just a rough estimate since it would depend on whether they had invested heavily in Vitality.  Most people don't put points in Vitality unless they want to stand on the front lines and soak up the damage.  For example, Grunt has quite a bit of health.” 
 
    So a level 100 player that hadn’t put any points in Vitality would have 595 base health.  They would then have to put nearly 40 points in Vitality (or eight levels worth of points) to get to approximately 1,000 health.  That actually seems realistic as an average. 
 
    However, it’s a little strange that the NPCs understand how stats function in the game.  On the other hand, I guess it makes sense that both travelers and NPCs use the same system.  It would be hard to learn the game mechanics if the NPCs were oblivious. 
 
    Jerry's explanation had some interesting implications. 
 
    The previous evening, Jason had done enough damage in one well-placed blow to kill a level 100 player and his damage output (between his Strength and gear) was actually pretty weak.  He wondered if he could achieve a higher damage multiplier if he invested more points in Strength.  Or would it just be additive?  His head started spinning at the possibilities. 
 
    His excitement waned slightly when he considered that he wasn't going to be able to walk up and stab everyone in the neck.  Most people would be able to see him coming or would be well-armored.  He recalled Alex's full plate armor and realized he didn't really have any obvious weak points.

    I think I should choose either the curse or the offensive spell and then pick two spells in summoning.  The curse will likely complement assassinating targets, especially if it can be cast quietly and won't awaken or alert a target.  If it does, I can always use it to soften targets for my undead.  However, that will leave me without a damage spell. 
 
    Jason was leaning toward Specialized Zombie and Corpse Explosion in the summoning school.  Specialized Zombie had a much higher mana cost than Summon Zombie, but he figured he could always wait for his mana to regen.  The lower cost summoning spell would likely be more useful if he were partying with other players and needed to re-summon his zombies in the middle of a fight.  He didn’t see himself teaming up with others anytime soon, so maybe he could afford to wait between fights.  Plus, the prospect of having his summons retain skills was too interesting to pass up. 
 
    Corpse explosion also seemed like a good “oh shit button” if all else failed.  He firmly believed in having a solid “Plan B,” but he would have to remember to be careful using Corpse Explosion too often since his supply of corpses would likely be limited. 
 
    A thought tickled at the back of his brain.  He turned to Morgan and asked, “Is there a limit to how many undead I can summon and how long does it take for the undead to decay?” 
 
    Morgan's brow furrowed.  “The number of zombies you can control depends on your Willpower.  You will be able to control one undead for every ten points of Willpower.” 
 
    Jason looked like he was about to ask another question, when Morgan interrupted him, “I should add that each point of Willpower also increases your mana by 10 and your mana regen by .05.  In contrast, each point of Intelligence increases your spell damage, your mana by 5, and your mana regen by .15.” 
 
    “As for the decay rate, zombies typically last for 3-7 days, depending on how much the corpse has decayed before they are raised and how much damage has been suffered by the body.  The fresher the corpse, the better.  The decay period will be shorter if the undead is exposed to direct sunlight for long periods, but will be longer if they remain near a source of dark mana.” 
 
    Jason winced. 
 
    So that means Willpower will provide more mana but less regen.  I can summon more zombies in a pinch, but then I will be out of commission for a while.  Plus, my zombies will only last for 1-2 days of real world time.  That doesn't seem like very long. 
 
    Morgan laughed at his reaction.  “It will be difficult to keep your summons up for any length of time.  Many that take this path branch into combat or magic and do not rely entirely on their raised minions.” 
 
    “As you saw before, even I have picked up the occasional offensive spell,” she said, grinning at him. 
 
    If I'm going to do this, I need to go all in.  I need an army for the types of battle I see in the future.  Even if it may be more difficult in the present. 
 
    “Hmm.  Okay.  I think I've made my choice.  I would like to learn Curse of Weakness, Specialized Zombie, and Corpse Explosion.” 
 
    Morgan shrugged.  “Reasonable choices.  Hold still for a moment.” 
 
    Morgan walked over to Jason and placed her palm on his forehead.  Dark mana swirled around her hand and then seeped through the skin of his forehead.  Suddenly, the requisite gestures and words required to cast each spell filled his mind.  Jason sighed in relief when he didn't feel the overwhelming itch crawl through his brain like when he had learned Veridian. 
 
    These spells are much more straightforward than learning an entire language. At least I don't have to stand here for hours memorizing these words and hand gestures. 
 
    “Whew,” Jason exclaimed when Morgan finished.  “Okay, I think I understand how to cast these spells now.  I want to try out Specialized Zombie!”  Jason looked around for the corpses. 
 
    Morgan grinned.  “Before you do, you might be interested to know that the level of your summon will also be equal to the lower of either the dead creature's level or a number dependent on your current level and Willpower.” 
 
    “In other words, a level five creature will create a level 5 undead.  While a creature with a level that exceeds your own will be limited to the sum of your current level plus one additional level for every five Willpower you have.” 
 
    Damn. 
 
    A part of him had been secretly hoping to raise the guard and then have a level ninety zombie following him around one-shotting everything.  He supposed this did make more sense and provided some balance. 
 
    “What happens if I summon an additional zombie after I've reached the Control Limit?”  Based on his experience with other MMOs, Jason expected that the first zombie he summoned would fall apart or disintegrate or something.  He was surprised by Morgan's answer. 
 
    “The new zombie will still be raised, but it will be feral and uncontrolled.  You imbue each zombie with your dark mana, and they will stay animated until that mana is extinguished.  However, you should be wary of exceeding your Control Limit; you may end up having to fight whatever you raise.” 
 
    Jason was already considering the implications of this new information.  In theory, he could summon an almost endless number of zombies, assuming he had a supply of corpses and a place to hide afterward.  The real issues were his available mana, the decay rate, and his Control Limit. 
 
    He looked at his Character Status and tried to decide how to distribute his points.  He had fifty-five points available.  Most were clearly going to go towards Willpower since he needed to increase his Control Limit and the level cap. 
 
    Maybe he should put some points in either Vitality or Dexterity?  He assumed he would be relying primarily on his undead to fight for him. In the future, he wouldn't have much in the way of combat abilities himself.  He needed to be able to hide, take a few hits, or dodge and run away. 
 
    Jason realized this did not seem like a noble way to fight, but to hell with it!  He’d left nobility far behind him with his first kill.  He was a Necromancer now! 
 
    After some thought, Jason decided Dexterity was best.  Damage mitigation in this game seemed to depend more on armor than it did on raw health.  If he went the heavy armor route, he would also have to invest in Vitality since he would be getting hit and Strength in order to carry the armor.  That meant he had to either invest in Dexterity or in both Strength and Vitality.  He decided Dexterity would probably result in better overall damage mitigation for fewer stat points. 
 
    He distributed his points and looked over the results: 
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    He decided to raise Dexterity to 20 in order to increase his speed.  After a bit of experimentation, Jason could feel the effects.  His steps seemed lighter, and he moved a bit faster.  It was a small increase, but noticeable. 
 
    Jason realized that he also needed to increase his Endurance in the next few levels so that he would have more stamina.  Sneak ate up a lot of stamina if he didn't rest regularly and using his Sneak Attack more than twice in quick succession left him half empty.

    Frank's sympathy just made Jason angrier.  It highlighted how shitty his parents had acted and how unfair the school's decision had been.  He could feel himself start to boil over, and his hands clenched tightly.

    Jason's mind filled with anxious anticipation as he peered around the crates and watched his zombies approach the alleyways.  He had given them careful instructions, but he wasn't sure how much they could retain.  This would be their first live test.  Jason could feel the icy tendrils spread through his mind, and he relished the sensation. His fingers clutched at his dagger in anticipation. 
 
    Onyx sat beside him, calmly licking his paws.  Clearly, the tension was not affecting him. 
 
    A minute later, shadowed forms leaped from the opposing alleys and attacked the pair of zombies.  Jason quickly counted seven thieves in total, each wielding a pair of daggers.  A quick inspection showed that they ranged from level 10 to 17.

    The stable master zombie stood with his back to the guard zombie and protected his flank.  He couldn't seem to strike a decent blow against the thieves with the short reach of the knife he wielded, yet he did a respectable job of pushing them away from the guard.  More often than not, the stable master used his body as a shield and accepted blows from the thieves' blades. 
 
    The pair followed Jason's instructions to the letter. 
 
    Jason began casting Curse of Weakness on the attackers.  He noted that the spell could be cast at a low whisper and didn't appear to attract any attention.  This was his first time casting it, and he wasn't certain if it could strike multiple targets.  As he formed the gestures and words, he willed the spell to strike each of the thieves.

    Jason rose to his feet slowly.  His breathing was still calm, yet it felt as though ice was actually forming behind his eyes.  The bloodlust still filled his veins, and his eyes scanned the street for more victims.

    He figured that if he sold the items cheap (to get rid of them quickly), he would probably rake in about $5,000-6,000.  This estimate included the sword but didn’t account for the nearly forty gold of in-game currency he had found.  He figured the sale of the items should give him a couple of months of living expenses.  He wasn’t certain what he was going to do after that, but at least he wouldn't be desperate in the short-term. 
 
    The experience and skill progression had slowed throughout the night.  Jason had gained another 12 levels from wiping out the other manors, bringing him to level 51.  He had hesitated for a moment in deciding how to spend his points and then decided to assign all of the points to Willpower.  That meant his Willpower was now at 278. 
 
    I just hope I'm not making a terrible decision, he thought with a sigh.

    God that was awful. 
 
    By the end of the battle, the mage had coated almost the entire room in ice.  Zombies and guards had been sliding all over the place.  Even the mage had trouble standing up by the end of the fight.  The only saving grace was that Jason actually got a chance to throw some knives while lying on his back. 
 
    I’ll have to remember to thank Jerry for that one, he thought dryly. 
 
    His gaze moved back over to the two mages.  They were both sitting at approximately level 100.  The remaining twenty-four zombies were common guards or lords that seemed to have useful combat skills, and their average level was around 100. 
 
    The only thing he was really missing was some kind of archer contingent.  This hadn't been a big issue in the close quarters of the manors, but he could imagine that in a more open battle, additional ranged minions would be useful. 
 
    Oh well.  Nothing I can do about that right now. 
 
    It was currently 3:13 am in the game world.  Jason figured he had a few more hours of real world time to play before he was ejected.  He could even stay in the game for an extra hour and deal with the forced logout if it came to it. 
 
    What the hell am I going to do now though? 
 
    He had basically killed all of the nobles in the city at this point and was leading a small army of high-level zombies.  Most of his minions were covered in blood, and many had obvious gaping wounds.  The wounds didn't really mean that the zombies were injured of course.  Most of the injuries had been caused in the process of killing the original the NPCs.

    He supposed he could abandon his zombies here, but for some reason, he just couldn't make himself do it.  He glanced over at a zombie dressed as a city guard, and a thought tickled his mind. 
 
    I could just attack the city guards. 
 
    He expected that most or all of them were probably complicit in the plot with the nobles anyway.  There was no way that the nobles would have been able to cover up the death of the regent unless some or all of the guards were in on it.  That was likely why Rex had been discharged. 
 
    At the thought of the guards being included in the plot, the chill in his spine intensified.  The long night of killing nobles had partially sated his desire for revenge, but he wasn’t ready to stop yet.  A grin of anticipation spread across his face as he decided on his next target. 
 
    Attacking the guards was a ballsy move.  Jason had seen the longhouses in the eastern part of the city and knew there were close to two hundred men stationed in those buildings.  He didn't like his odds if it came to a straight battle with the guardsmen.  If he was going to take them on, he would need more zombies. 
 
    As it grew later, the nobles and their staff had gone to sleep.  This made for much easier fights.  Naked, unconscious NPCS put up little resistance.  He had lost some troops along the way, but he had left scores of bodies in the houses that he couldn't add to his army since he had long ago hit his Control Limit.  There were a couple hundred bodies that were just being left to rot in the manors right now. 
 
    Jason continued to sit there, chin in his hand as his fingers drummed the table.

    He heard a thump and glanced over at a zombie who had run straight into a wall.  When he didn't give them orders, the zombies sometimes acted like morons.  He ordered the zombie to go stand in a corner.  Maybe it would learn its lesson if he put it in time out! 
 
    Wait.  Are zombies really that stupid naturally? Maybe it’s a product of them being under my control. 
 
    Jason had been ordering them around all evening and had come to think of them as tools instead of having their own native intelligence.  If the controlled zombies were really that dumb, what would happen if he summoned a feral one? 
 
    He stood up, dislodging Onyx from his lap-bed.  The cat glared at him briefly and then stretched irritably before padding along behind him. 
 
    Jason ordered his zombies to drag one of the extra bodies into a small room off a nearby corridor.  He posted a guard on either side of the door and then cast Specialized Zombie on the corpse in the room.  He was at his Control Limit, so this zombie should be feral.  He telepathically ordered the guards to quickly close the door.

    In a few moments, the guards had severed the feral zombie’s head, and its corpse collapsed to the ground.  The attack pattern of the feral zombie was downright scary.  It was all rage and hunger, nothing like the orderly attacks of his Jason’s troops.  He ordered his guard zombies to quickly dispose of it. 
 
    Onyx gave Jason a look that seemed to say, “That was the stupidest idea you've had this evening.”

    If he raised the bodies in the various houses one at a time in separate rooms, he could then have his thieves sneak into the manors and open all of the doors.  As the thieves left the house, they could also rig the doors with something that would make a lot of noise when someone tried to get in.  He would basically be creating a trap inside each the noble houses! 
 
    As he considered this strategy, he smiled grimly.  The icy chill cascaded in his skull, and he could have sworn for a moment he heard a rumbling laugh echo through the house.  However, when he looked around, no one was there but him and his zombies. 
 
    Well, except for the judgmental cat, he thought as he eyed Onyx. 
 
    Jason got to work.  He rigged seven manors within the span of two hours.  His telepathy with his zombies allowed him to send them ahead to the other houses with instructions.  He needed them to start positioning the bodies and rigging the doors.  He raised all of the remaining corpses that were left in the manors, regardless of level.  His goal was to create chaos, and he had seen the damage even a level 1 could do if it got lucky. 
 
    His guard zombies piled wooden furniture loosely against the front door of each house.  After the guards had finished blocking the entrance and he had raised all the corpses, he sent in his thieves to arm the trap by opening all the doors and then slipping out the back of the house.  He made certain to remind his thieves to exit out the servant's entrance and lock the door behind them.

    Once he finished rigging the manors, he set up an ambush in the north-side for a nearby guard patrol.  Instead of carefully cutting off the guards' escape like normal, Jason only attacked with seven of his guard zombies.  After a short battle, one of the guards made it away from the zombies, gasping and screaming as he ran east towards the guard barracks.

    Another forty-five minutes later, the north-side of Lux was swarming with guards that had responded to the lone survivor’s cries that zombies were invading the city and had attacked north-side.

    He had circled back to the east side of the city.  His new target was the guardhouses.  Jason expected that a contingent of guards would be left at the training grounds to defend the barracks and to continue offering training to the new players.  Jason anticipated that the guards would send the bulk of their forces to the north-side to deal with the “zombie invasion,” meaning that the force left at the barracks would be manageable.

    The player chat quickly devolved into chaos as Jason smiled darkly.  He assumed Kryptic must have died from the feral zombies. 
 
    Jason hadn't yet died in the game, but he had read on the forums that players that died were subject to a mandatory lock-out period of three hours real world time.  This translated to approximately 9-12 hours in the game, so it was a significant penalty.  However, Jason expected that the goal of the penalty was to prevent fights between players from lasting forever, with waves of resurrected players continuously bashing into each other.  Large-scale battles in AO would require quite a bit of tactical planning to be successful. 
 
    He didn't have much time to dwell on Kryptic's untimely demise.  He had to initiate phase two of his plan.  His small army slipped out of the rubble of the dilapidated building and moved over to the training ground.  It was still quite dark, and the buildings were casting long shadows that concealed his group’s movements.  Once his troops were in position, Jason circled back to the front of the training ground and ran forward yelling.

    The lieutenant drew the group of guards and players into a dense-packed “V” formation in front of the training ground facing the street.  He stood inside the interior of the formation so that he could give orders easily to the group.  Jason did a quick head count and made it to fifty before he gave up. 
 
    Jason, momentarily forgotten by the group, eased away and activated Sneak.  He quickly entered the office and closed the door firmly behind him, barricading it with a table.  He moved over to a window to watch the show that was about to unfold.  Onyx sat with him on the windowsill and peered out attentively.

    A moment later, a group of zombies appeared around the bend in the street in front of the training ground.  They hesitated for a moment and looked around.  Then their milky white eyes caught sight of the formation of players and guards, and they roared through hoarse throats, sprinting towards the formation at a frightening speed. 
 
    The players and NPCs let out a shout and several of the weaker-willed players backed out of formation.  Jason used this opportunity to cast Curse of Weakness on the tightly-grouped formation.  A few players looked around confused as they saw the debuff appear as a status effect, but they seemed to chalk the debuff up to some skill of the zombies running toward them. 
 
    Jason ordered his kamikaze group into position.  While he had been sitting in the dilapidated building to the south, he had given each of the five guards a hooded cloak.  The cloaks concealed their wounds and allowed them to more easily infiltrate the formation.

    “Whatever happened to a Rank F quest to run a scroll to the blacksmith or kill some rats?” 
 
    Onyx made a motion that looked suspiciously like a shrug. 
 
    Great.  Now I'm talking to myself AND personifying the cat. 
 
    After searching the cellar, Jason discovered that the nobles had been paying the guards exceptionally well.  At least it seemed that way based on the extremely heavy chest next to the desk.  Jason's jaw dropped as he lifted the lid and saw the amount of gold that was sitting in the chest.

    Two days had passed since the first meeting of the Shadow Council.  In that short time, the group had made significant progress in training the residents of the Twilight Throne.  The last few days had been a mad rush to ready the city for the invasion of the encroaching army. 
 
    Morgan had found nearly fifty residents who had a high affinity for dark magic to train.  She had quickly appropriated one of the estates on the north side of town to act as her new magic school.  The students had progressed quickly under her rather grueling tutelage. 
 
    Jerry had also managed to recruit approximately one hundred residents with a proclivity for stealing things.  He had proceeded to beat all of them within an inch of their lives (which was exceedingly hard to do considering they were are already dead).  Then he would heal them and start the process over again. 
 
    His training methods at least demonstrated that healing potions still worked on the undead.  Jason was intimately familiar with Jerry’s approach to “teaching,” and he pitied the group.  Regardless, Jerry's training bore fruit, and his group had progressed tremendously in skill level since they began. 
 
    The training grounds had been reinvigorated and redesigned by Rex.  He had done away with the wooden instruments and laissez-faire attitude that had once been acceptable on the grounds.  Now new players and NPCs alike were being put through rigorous drills designed to make them battle hardened.  All practice bouts were performed with real weapons, which quickly increased the resilience of the fighters and got them accustomed to real fighting.  Nearly two hundred and fifty NPCs had already undergone his training. 
 
    Jason didn't include the player population in his troop calculations.  In his experience, they were unreliable and frequently logged off or refused to take orders for no reason.  Or maybe he was only seeing the idiots and crazies that had decided to roll an undead character. 
 
    He had discovered that few new players were willing to create an undead character or start in the Twilight Throne.  Beyond the stigma of playing as undead, Jason expected that many players were reticent to roll an undead character because they thought that Alexion would win the upcoming battle.  If he did, they would be stuck with an unplayable race for a real world month until they could re-roll their character. 
 
    To be honest, Jason didn't blame them. 
 
    At least one happy result of the rigorous training was that it had quickly become apparent that being undead came with a number of bonuses.  The undead didn't need to eat, drink, or sleep and their stamina drained much slower than living creatures.  They were also immune to poison, and only massive injuries incapacitated their limbs.  The most significant bonus was that the undead received a sizable stat increase when fighting in darkness or near the Twilight Throne. 
 
    From what Jason had read through the Rogue-Net forums, many people had already fought undead creatures in-game.  He learned that being undead also came with some significant downsides.  Notably, they were weak in direct sunlight.  They were also vulnerable to spells from the fire and light affinities. 
 
    He had already seen videos of Alexion's abilities and knew he used light magic.  He was certain that Alexion had thought to bring plenty of fire mages.  Jason was going to have to be especially careful of AOE attacks during the upcoming fight.

    New Passive Skill: Leadership 
 
    Extensive micromanaging of both your minions and the residents of the Twilight Throne has given you insight into the role of a leader.  Some may call you a nag, but you are undoubtedly effective in training your troops. 
 
    Skill Level:  Beginner Level 3 
 
    Effect:  Minions and subjects will receive a 2% increase to skill learning speed. 
 
      
 
    Apart from the sarcastic language of the prompts, the Leadership skill had helped to greatly increase his minions' and soldiers' skill acquisition and leveling.  It helped explain why they had progressed so quickly in just two days. 
 
    Jason had pored over the geography of the area near the Twilight Throne.  The spell he had cast in the market had warped and changed much of the wildlife and fauna, but the maps he had found in the city were still mostly correct.  His brow furrowed in concern as he reviewed his troop roster and the maps once again.  A part of him kept hoping that the numbers would magically change if he checked them just one more time.

    Cats would make terrible strategists, Jason thought with a chuckle. 
 
    A knock at his door interrupted his thoughts.  “Come in,” he called out. 
 
    The door creaked open, and Jerry's smiling face popped out from the edge of the door.  “Hey there stranger!  Are you up here perusing your dusty maps again?” 
 
    Jason could already feel a headache coming on, and he massaged his temple.  “Yes, I am.  I don't know how we're going to win this fight, Jerry.  It just doesn't seem possible.” 
 
    Even though the new troops were progressing well, Jason's fledgling army was still less than one-third the size of Alexion's.  He knew that the average level of his troops was much lower as well.  Even taking into account the home turf advantage and the penalty to “Good” alignment players and NPCs, his troops would be crushed in a straight fight. 
 
    Jerry moved into the room.  He pursed his lips and rubbed his chin in thought for a moment.  “I'm afraid I don't have an answer for you.  I personally have never been one for wars and such.” 
 
    He assumed a swaggering pose.  “I've always been more of the roguish sort.  You know what I mean don't you?”  He waggled his eyebrows suggestively at Jason.  “We only do things from behind.” 
 
    Almost before the words left Jerry's mouth, Jason’s face was firmly planted into the palm of his hand. 
 
    Then Jerry's words started to sink in. 
 
    Apart from his stupid one-liner, he had a point.  Jason didn't need to approach this fight like a typical war.  That was probably what Alexion was expecting, but Jason wasn't being forced to follow conventional rules.  That certainly wasn't how he had conquered Lux. 
 
    After some consideration, Jason decided that he was going to do what he did best.  He was going to sucker punch them.  Jason looked back up at Jerry, and a mischievous smile curled his lips.  His eyes shone darkly, and the almost forgotten chill crept up his spine. 
 
    “You know what?  Your terrible joke has given me an idea Jerry.” 
 
    “Has anyone ever told you that you have the prettiest eyes when you're contemplating murder,” Jerry said coyly, as he flipped the tip of his floppy hat.  Then he broke into a big smile.  “I'm glad I could somehow be of assistance.” 
 
    Jerry continued, “By the way, Rex sent over some requests for equipment.  I think that the market is finally back up and running, and he wanted you to go purchase some equipment for the troops.” 
 
    Jason sighed.  “Great, more errands!  Let me see the list.”  Jerry obliged and handed over a mass of papers. 
 
    Wow.  This is ridiculous! 
 
    Rex was asking for a ton of equipment.  Jason was going to have to basically clean out the market to purchase all of this stuff.  Although now that he thought about it, he still needed to place his items in escrow so that he could sell them on Rogue-Net.  He had been prevented from doing so while the market was being rebuilt. 
 
    He slapped his thighs and then dislodged Onyx as he rose.  “Well, maybe it’s time for a field trip.  Thanks again for your help Jerry.” 
 
    “It is no problem oh Great Dark Lord of Terror!”  Jerry said enthusiastically. 
 
    Jason stared at him blankly. 
 
    “What? If you do happen to win this fight, won't you be the new regent?”  Jerry asked in a reasonable tone.  “You're going to need a suitably fearsome title!” 
 
    Jason opened his mouth, and Jerry waved a hand at him.  “No.  No.  Don't worry, that was just a first try.  I have a bunch more!” 
 
    “For example, how about the Bone Lord!”  He hesitated briefly, then continued, “Ugh. No.  On second thought, I could see how that one could be misinterpreted.” 
 
    Jason sighed and quickly fled the room with Onyx close on his heels.  Jerry followed them most of the way out of the inn shouting out different titles.  His antics drew confused looks from the inn’s patrons.  Jason grimaced as he passed them by.  Once Jason and Onyx had made it most of the way down the street, Jerry thankfully gave up. 
 
    Onyx glared at Jason accusingly. 
 
    “What?  I didn't get him started on the names.” 
 
    Thirty minutes later, the pair made it to the reconstructed market.  Jason wore a hooded cloak and kept his face covered whenever he walked around the city nowadays.  He expected he would become a target once the players saw his face.  He wanted to avoid this issue for as long as possible. 
 
    The stalls were now all back in place, and the area teemed with activity.  Somewhat surprisingly, an undead market looked much like a living one.  Undead vendors advertised their wares, as NPCs and players went about their business.  Admittedly, the crowd was a bit thinner than Jason remembered.  He was probably responsible for that. 
 
    Jason and Onyx made their way to the in-game vendor, and Jason summoned his zombies from around the city.  Once his zombies had assembled, Jason ordered his guards to cordon off the area around the vendor.  Some of the players saw how many zombies were under Jason's command and smartly backed away.  However, a few players decided to pitch a fit. 
 
    With a gesture, Jason's guards permanently silenced the less intelligent players. 
 
    One of the advantages of being the self-appointed, interim leader of an undead city was that you could mete out punishment instantly.  Players who were too stupid to take a hint were sent back to the real world for a three-hour cool-off period to reflect on their mistake. 
 
    Onyx gave Jason an approving look.  Apparently, the cat didn't like stupid people either. 
 
    Upon witnessing the casual murder of several players, the vendor stared at Jason in terror.  He was an average-sized, middle-aged zombie with a pot belly.  His large, magical loot sack sat beside him, and he held a long manuscript in his hand.  In some ways, he looked a bit like an undead Santa Claus. 
 
    Jason grinned at the trembling man, only his mouth showing under the hood of his cloak. “We're going to need to purchase some items.” 
 
    “C-certainly sir.  Anything you want!” 
 
    Jason began spending gold at a remarkable rate.  He was forced to dip heavily into the funds he had found in the administration office to purchase the items on Rex's list.  Any leftover gold would be spent rebuilding the infrastructure of the Twilight Throne.  Assuming that there was anything left of the city in four days. 
 
    The vendor frantically pulled items out of his bag.  At first he set them gently on the ground, but as Jason's spending spree continued unabated, he just started throwing them at the zombie guards as fast as he could.  The amount of gear that was being purchased really was spectacular. 
 
    A crowd of players and NPCs had gathered around to watch the spectacle.  Onyx stood beside Jason and glanced at the onlookers with a taunting expression that said, “Yeah, I'm with this guy.” 
 
    Soon the spending spree slowed and then stopped.  Jason managed to purchase most of the items on Rex's list.  The other players would likely be upset when they discovered that Jason had cleaned out certain types of items, primarily weapons and armor.  Once he was finished, Jason took the opportunity to put his own items in escrow.  With all that taken care of, he considered whether or not to buy some equipment for himself. 
 
    Rex had insisted that Jason use some of the funds from the administration office to equip himself.  Jason was a bit reluctant to spend the gold when he knew there were innumerable city expenses that needed to be covered, but he conceded that Rex had a point.  Jason would probably be in the thick of battle, and he couldn't afford to die.  He would need anything that gave him an edge. 
 
    Between the gold he had stolen from the nobles and his allowance from the administration office stash, he had nearly fifty-two gold left.  This was a veritable fortune at this stage in the game, and he eventually decided to splurge a bit. 
 
    After carefully reviewing his equipment menu, Jason determined that he could wear a total of eight rings and one amulet.  He could also wear individual pieces of armor on his head, chest, shoulders, hands, legs, and feet.  Alternatively, he could purchase armor in sets like the leather armor he had found on the grave robber.  He also had a cloak slot, but it appeared that many cloaks did not provide stat bonuses.  Likely, the players had not yet encountered higher quality cloaks at this point in the game. 
 
    After searching through the store, Jason decided to purchase eight rings that added Willpower.  These items weren't in high demand since most casters preferred to stack Intelligence to increase their damage.  In total, the rings set him back six gold. 
 
      
 
    Forceful Ring x8 
 
    An ordinary, but effective ring.   
 
    Quality:  C 
 
    Durability:  15/15 
 
    +2 Willpower 
 
      
 
    He couldn't find anything that was an upgrade for his amulet, which added +5 Willpower.  This was really the only piece of gear he had found that seemed to be high quality and benefited his particular class. 
 
    Moving on to his armor, he was initially a bit uncertain regarding what type to buy.  Armor was broken into several different categories: cloth, leather, mail, and plate.  However, Jason didn't see any point to wearing mail and plate since he had neither the Strength to carry it nor the Vitality to withstand an attack even with the damage mitigation from the armor.  That left cloth and leather. 
 
    Cloth armor tended to provide bonuses to Intelligence and Willpower, but would probably make him stick out as a caster.  That could draw unwanted attention from other players.  In every MMORPG Jason had played, casters were typically targeted first since they did a large amount of damage and were relatively easy to kill.  Most of the robes looked impractical and didn't seem like they would allow him to run and move easily. 
 
    On the other hand, leather armor typically provided bonuses that weren't immediately useful to a Necromancer (primarily Dexterity, Strength, and Endurance), but they would draw less attention and would likely be easier to move in. 
 
    Maybe at some point I can find decent leather armor and have it enchanted with caster stats. 
 
    He ultimately decided leather was the best way to go, and he should focus on items with Dexterity and Endurance.  After looking through the various individual pieces of leather armor, he got frustrated trying to mix and match items to get the stats he wanted.  Ultimately, he decided to just purchase a decent set of leather armor for twelve gold: 
 
      
 
    Night Howl Armor (Full Set) 
 
    Crafted from the skin of the moon wolves known to frequent Western Andara, this armor provides solid protection and improves its owner's speed and endurance. 
 
    Quality:  C 
 
    Defense: 50 
 
    Durability:  100/100 
 
    +10 Dexterity 
 
    +10 Endurance 
 
      
 
    Finally, Jason moved on to weapons.  Again, he was left with a hard decision.  There were some staves available that provided bonuses to Willpower and Dark Magic.  He didn't have any combat skills with staves though.  They also seemed like they would be unwieldy when he was trying to run and maintain stealth.  He decided daggers and throwing knives were still the way to go, and he again focused on equipment with Dexterity and Endurance: 
 
      
 
    Cruel Dagger x2 
 
    A weapon crafted by a blacksmith with some skill.  The blades have been serrated to increase bleeding, and they have been enchanted to increase the wearer's Dexterity and Endurance. 
 
    Quality:  C 
 
    Damage:  26-38 (Pierce) 
 
    Durability:  35/35 
 
    Increased Bleeding Chance 
 
    +3 Dexterity 
 
    +3 Endurance 
 
      
 
    Superior Throwing Knife 
 
    A solid choice when close up fighting must be avoided.  Knives may be retrieved once thrown. 
 
    Quality:  C 
 
    Damage:  15-23 (Pierce) 
 
    Quantity:  10/10 
 
      
 
    The daggers had set him back fifteen gold.  Decent weapons seemed to be selling at a premium at this stage of the game.  However, Jason decided it was probably worth it.  Other players had likely had a chance to undertake some quests and run dungeons for loot already.  Jason had been too preoccupied first with Morgan's nearly impossible murder quest and then his impromptu rampage around the city to pick up the typical beginner gear.  He had found some items, but nothing besides the amulet that was really helpful for his class. 
 
    Lastly, Jason purchased a stack of twenty mana and health potions for two gold.  They were expensive but worth it.  He assumed that most players hadn't had a chance to advance their trade skills much since AO's release.  There were likely only a handful of players at this stage of the game that could craft items like potions.  Yet he knew that the potions would be essential in the upcoming fight. 
 
    After he had finished shopping, Jason had spent thirty-five gold on items and had only seventeen pieces remaining.  This made him wince, but he was confident that he’d made the right choice.  Once he equipped his items, he had to admit that he at least looked pretty cool. 
 
    He was now clothed in dark black leather armor with black fur fringes.  His hooded cloak hung around him like a shroud, concealing the daggers and knives hidden about his person.  He was probably going to lose this upcoming war, but he certainly wouldn’t lose it in style! 
 
    Jason then checked his Character Status to see his current stats with the new gear: 
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    His stats were starting to look respectable.  One-on-one fights clearly weren't his strong suit, but Jason had built his character around summoning minions.  He had also become quite talented at hiding and running away.  He noticed that his infamy had gone up considerably and chalked it up to destroying a city. 
 
    Looking around the market, he noticed some angry looking players waiting to use the vendor.  The vendor himself also seemed quite anxious and was nervously shifting his weight from one foot to the other. 
 
    Hmm, I must have been staring into space for some time. 
 
    He grinned at the players and motioned for his zombies to follow him.  Once they had made their way out of the market and had found a secluded alley nearby, Jason sent the zombies carrying the equipment to Rex at the training ground.  Their orders were to hand over the loot and then follow Rex's instructions.  He kept two zombies with him for protection. 
 
    Jason's next stop was Morgan's school.  He had been overwhelmed the last couple days trying to prepare for the upcoming war, but he wanted to speak with her regarding whether he could learn any new spells now that he had increased both his level and his dark affinity. 
 
    He approached the building that Morgan had appropriated for her school.  Jason noted that she had used her status as a council member to take over one of the more luxurious noble houses in the north-side.  This actually seemed fitting to Jason since a school of dark magic should have a prominent place in his undead city.  If he somehow managed to survive this war, he ought to turn the other estates into public buildings of one sort or another. 
 
    A city library would be useful.  Maybe I could also start some kind of school. 
 
    Jason found Morgan sitting in an office on the second story of the estate.  The room was crowded with bookshelves, and her desk was covered in stacks of open books.  As he walked in, Morgan didn't look up from the book in front of her.  He suspected that she must have investigated the nearby manors and stolen any books on magic she found.  That was the only way she could have accumulated the enormous pile he saw before him. 
 
    I'm probably looking at Morgan's treasure trove right now. 
 
    Jason approached the desk and stood there for an awkward moment.  Morgan completely ignored him, her attention focused solely on the book.  His patience wearing thin, Onyx jumped up on the desk and sat directly on the book Morgan was reading.  He seemed to look at her with an expression that said, “What now old woman?” 
 
    “Damned cat,” Morgan muttered. 
 
    She then glanced up and noticed Jason.  “Oh.  Hello, Jason.  I didn't notice you there.”  She waved at the books on the desk.  “I've been a bit preoccupied.  You wouldn't believe the books on magic these nobles managed to collect.” 
 
    “I'm certain they must be interesting,” Jason answered diplomatically.  “How are your pupils doing?” 
 
    Morgan replied dismissively, “Oh they're fine.  They're all generalist dark mages, but they're coming along nicely.  They're out slaughtering the wildlife, and then raising the corpses, and then killing them again.  It’s great practice.” 
 
    Jason chuckled. “I actually came to see you about my own training.  I was wondering if you are able to teach me any new spells.” 
 
    “Ahh, well let's see here.”  Morgan seemed to look through him for a moment.  “Oh my!  You have indeed progressed a great deal.  Your level and affinity are sufficient to learn a new set of spells.” 
 
    Before Morgan could move on, Jason interjected, “I've been meaning to ask, what exactly does my affinity do?  For example, I gained 5% dark affinity for completing a quest.” 
 
    “Well, that question doesn’t lend itself to a simple answer,” Morgan replied, as she assumed her usual professorial air. 
 
    These lectures always make me feel like I should be sitting in a classroom taking notes. 
 
    Morgan began her explanation, “A person gains or loses affinity based on whether they behave in a way that is consistent or contradictory to each affinity.  For example, you gain dark affinity if you act on your desires.  If you resolve quests in a way that is consistent with a particular affinity, you may receive bonuses to that affinity.  I expect this is what happened with your particular quest.” 
 
    That makes sense.  As the old man said, I gave myself over to my desire for revenge and power when I rampaged through Lux. 
 
    “Your ability to learn spells is a function of both your level and your affinity,” she continued.  “Of the two, your affinity is much harder to raise.  Over time, it takes a much more significant commitment to the trait represented by a particular affinity to increase it.” 
 
    So the rampage around Lux was actually a windfall in a way.  I will need to be careful to balance acting on my desires in a way that is still constructive. 
 
    “I suppose that all makes sense,” Jason said.  “So I guess I get to select some spells now?” 
 
    Morgan chuckled, amused by how eager he was.  “Yes and just like the last time, you will only be able to choose three.  You may choose any of the old spells you gave up last time or any of the new spells from the list.”  She waved her hand in his direction, and a prompt appeared.

    Jason was curious about his new summoning spell.  He wanted to try it out and see the results.  The graveyard had an ample supply of bones, and he figured that it would be a good place to test the new spell. 
 
    He began the process of casting Custom Skeleton.  His hands moved in a complicated series of gestures as his lips formed the words of a long-dead language.  Instead of the typical ball of dark energy forming in the air, the world around him began to slow and took on an otherworldly cast.  The effect was eerily similar to what the old man had done to him in the marketplace in Lux.

    I have to agree with the prompt this time, it is actually surprising that I figured this out. 
 
    Jason gave out a shout of triumph in the nearly silent graveyard, and Onyx looked at him with an annoyed expression.  He stuck out his tongue at the cat.  It wasn't the sort of thing the future ruler of an undead city should do, but sometimes the cat could be really judgmental. 
 
    Wow, this is a cool skill!  If I level it up, I will be able to create some truly unique creatures.  I could alter any bones that I have available and use them any way I want.  Morgan must not have discovered this skill or she wouldn't have given up on summoning skeletons so easily. 
 
    The ability to alter the bones, even slightly, gave Jason a lot more wiggle room to create new skeletons. 
 
    However, the question was what should he create? 
 
    He scratched his head and considered for a moment what type of minion he would need in the upcoming battle.  After he had overseen the training of the city's fledgling army and reviewed their low average level, it had quickly become apparent that they couldn't win against Alexion in a straight battle.  He would need to adopt the same type of guerrilla tactics he had used in conquering the city. 
 
    It's clear that I will need to take the fight to Alexion while they are still approaching the city. 
 
    The aura of darkness would extend well past the city limits, causing Alexion’s army to walk in perpetual darkness.  It was unlikely that the players and NPCs had Night Vision so their visibility would be limited.  The players and NPCs would also be weakened by the large concentration of dark energy. 
 
    What Jason needed to do was attack preemptively, using the darkness and stealth.  He was already intimately familiar with the terrain around the city from pouring over the maps.  If he could whittle down Alexion's numbers, then the Twilight Throne might stand a chance. 
 
    I might also be able to delay them for an extra day.  Any time that I can buy the new army to train and get ready is worth it. 
 
    He expected that the psychological aspect of the attack would work wonders.  He hadn't forgotten the traumatic experience suffered by the beginning players when they had discovered the feral zombies that Jason had left at the training grounds.  Now, most of the enemy army was comprised of NPCs, and they had only one digital life.  If Jason could harass and demoralize the army before it made its way to the city, that might also help swing the odds in their favor. 
 
    His current Control Limit was 40, and he had already summoned 28 minions.  That meant he could raise twelve skeletons.  They would need to be fast and designed for stealth for the type of fight he was visualizing.  If they were also terrifying, that would be an added bonus.  He was still limited to something that was humanoid in appearance since he only had human bones to work with.  He couldn't radically alter the bones just yet. 
 
    Jason began experimenting with the editor, and a form slowly began to develop in the air before him.  It was about the size of a ten-year-old child.  It had a hunched posture, and Jason had used longer bones from the ribs to form its hands.  Each finger was now much longer than normal and terminated in a viciously curved point.  He added bladed bones to the elbows and bones spikes along the spine.  Its feet were primarily humanoid, but the toes were elongated and sharpened.

    What type of minions do I need for the upcoming fight?

    It would need to be something that could take some damage without crumbling.  Ideally, it would also be something that could break enemy lines and draw attention away from the Twilight Throne's fledgling army and his more fragile thieves and casters.  Jason was positioned at the rear of Alexion’s army so he would be able to flank them during the siege. 
 
    A basic form appeared in his mind's eye as excitement started to well inside of him.  He experimented with the editor, and a form slowly took shape in the air in front of him. 
 
    It was a hulking skeleton, standing nearly eight feet tall.  He needed the creature to be strong and durable, so Jason used multiple bones to form each extremity.  The dark mana acted like glue and could bind several bones together.  It wasn't as stable or durable as using a single, solid bone, but Jason’s Bone Crafting skill wasn’t high enough to merge the bones together.
