People of all shapes and sizes mill about, all soaked in the deep red of bloodlust. They want a good show, and their energy twists and burrows through the space until it makes me dizzy. I catch a few familiar strains a short distance away. There’s another bargainer demon here, though I don’t recognize the feel of them beyond being able to identify one of my people. Interesting.
